New Business

Consider Sewer Rate Increase: Zeimetz stated that in order to qualify for state water funding the minimum sewer rate charge would need to be increased. Lambert made the motion to adopt Resolution 2011-07 a resolution for a rate adjustment for the operation and maintenance of the sewer system, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Resolution of Support for Rural Office of Community Services: With the recent State budget cuts, the Rural Office of Community Service is requesting support. Erickson made the motion to adopt Resolution 2011-08, a resolution of support for Rural Office of Community Service, seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Review Building Permit Fee Schedule: The Planning & Zoning Commission is requesting a revision to Resolution 2011-01. A demolition and moving structure fee was added, and the fees, ranging from $0 to $6,000.00 were adjusted. Doeden made the motion to amend Resolution 2011-01, and adopt Resolution 2011-09 seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Lewis and Clark Meter House Plaque to honor Dan Cotton: Troy Larson with Lewis and Clark Regional Water Systems sent a memo regarding approval to place a memorial plaque on the water meter house that will serve Beresford. The City would be responsible for the cost of the plaque and installation. Dahlin stated he was honored to make the motion to approve the meter house plaque in Dan Cotton’s memory. Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

SD Municipal Power Missouri River: Cotton held the alternate member vote for the SD Municipal Power. In the absence of Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist, an alternate would need to be appointed. Erickson stated that he would volunteer to be the alternate. Lambert made the motion to appoint Erickson as the alternate member, Kaltenbach seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Discussion & Information Items

Fence on South Baseball Field: Golf/Park/Pool Superintendent Kelly Knutson addressed the council about a recent request to move the fence at the south baseball field from 247 feet to 200 feet. The change would allow more parking and fix the water issue on the bike trail. Knutson stated that he doesn’t have money budgeted this year for this project. Doeden stated that there are many kids in the softball program. A decision was tabled for 1 month in order to get the school involved as the field is on school property.  
Electronic recycling results: Zeimetz updated the Council on the City sponsored electronic recycling. 9,187 pounds of electronics were dropped off during the 6-day event. Moller stated the total collected was $1,790.00, and the City was billed $1952.75 for a loss of $162.75. It was suggested to start accepting electronics at the Recycling Depot. Zeimetz stated he would speak with the Recycling Center employee Ray Hisel and discuss at the next Council Meeting.
