Beresford City Council

June 18, 2007

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, June 18, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Dan Cotton, Chuck Von Eschen, Pete Womack.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on June 4, 2007 were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.   

Unfinished Business:
Joint Fireworks with Centerville in 2008 and 2009 for 125th Celebrations: The City of Centerville requested that Centerville and Beresford combine their fireworks budgets and displays and have the display in Centerville in 2008 and in Beresford in 2009 to go along with each City’s 125th anniversary celebrations.  The Chamber didn’t have any objections to this. A motion was made by Akland, second by Von Eschen, to combine the City fireworks display with Centerville in the years 2008 & 2009, holding the display in Centerville in 2008 and Beresford in 2009, motion carried.

Bus Garage for Community Bus: Councilman Cotton reported that ROCS was pleased with the lot that has been chosen for the Community Bus Garage and will begin to write the grant.  The cost of the land and the building will be approximately $70,000 with the City paying 20%; ROCS will pay utilities on the building and the City will pay the insurance, and the building will be deeded back to the City.  Brent Palmer said the Transportation Committee will contribute $5,000 towards the City’s 20%.  Finance Officer Kathy Moller said there is $25,000 in the City’s contingency fund, so the $10,000 could be taken from there.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, giving approval for the City to fund 20% of the Community Bus garage, motion carried.

Swimming Pool Request for Proposals: The Pool Advisory Committee met with the School Board recently to discuss the possibility of an indoor pool connected to the School, but were told that the school has no plans that include an indoor pool.  The Committee would still like to include the indoor pool option on the Request for Proposals so they can get cost estimates to compare to outdoor pool costs.  The Committee is now ready to move forward and send out Request for Proposals for costs for an indoor pool, an outdoor pool, and renovation of the existing pool.  A motion authorizing advertising of the Request for Proposals was made by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Community Center/Clubhouse Update: Jerry Zeimetz reported that the first event (wedding reception & dance) held at the Community Center went well and there were many favorable comments on the building.  It is hoped that the concrete will be finished this Wednesday (weather permitting) and the asphalt crew will be here this week.  They did find that they will need a commercial carpet cleaner; Mike is getting quotes.  Storage is also a problem as the big items such as the table dollies take up so much space that there isn’t room to store the dishes and many of the smaller items.  Councilman Lambert was at the Clubhouse this afternoon and said that he & Mike had discussed the possibility of removing the video lottery machines and using that room for storage.  After discussion on this option, a motion was made by Akland, second by Womack, to remove the video lottery machines from the Clubhouse, adding doors to the room and using it for a store room, motion carried.
