Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 7, 2010 second by Erickson, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors

James & Katie Johnson: James & Katie Johnson from 306 S 4th St. addressed the council regarding their water line locate. The Johnson’s showed the council pictures on their remodeling project. It was stated that the plumber hired by the Johnson’s didn’t submit a SD One Call, and is claiming no responsibility for the additional costs. City Attorney, Larry Nelson advised going into executive session to discuss. No action taken. 
Old Business

2nd Reading 2011 Appropriation Ordinance: Council member Erickson made the motion to approve Ordinance 01-2011, seconded by Lambert. Council members Akland, Doeden, Erickson, Kaltenbach and Lambert voted aye, Cotton nay, motion carried.

Consider applications for Full-time police officer position: Mayor Fedderson asked the Public Safety & Energy Committee consisting of council members Akland, Erickson and Cotton to meet with Chief of Police Larry Christensen to review the submitted applications. No action taken.

New Business

Road Closure Request: S J Lewis Construction is requesting to close a portion of 298th Street to install a water pipe for the Lewis & Clark Regional Water System pipeline. The project is set for the first week in November for 2 – 3 days. City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz was asked to notify the school and elevator of the road closure. Council member Akland made the motion to approve closing a portion of 298th St. Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Family Day 2010 Proclamation: Council member Lambert made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the Family Day 2010 Proclamation. Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items

Building Inspection Process: The council discussed the building inspector process. It was stated that banks are now requesting occupancy certificates, and that construction companies are requesting more inspections. Council member Erickson made the motion to appoint Geoff Fillingsness as an additional building inspector. Akland seconded the motion. Council members Akland, Cotton, Erickson, and Lambert voted aye, Doeden and Kaltenbach voted nay, motion carried. 

Don Hubert request for unpaid time off: Street / Sewer / Water Superintendent Don Hubert is requesting unpaid time off to finish the bike path project that was started before he was hired as S/W/S Supt. Council member Lambert made the motion to approve the request of unpaid time-off, seconded by Cotton. All present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Removal of P/T employees: The Council discussed the policy of hiring and terminating part time and full time employees. It was stated that the Department Head recommends to the City Council the hiring or termination of an employee. No action taken. 

Travel Request – Fore Reservations National Users Conference: Bridges At Beresford Manager Mike Conklin is requesting to send employee, Esther Zoss to the Fore Reservations National Users Conference in Illinois. The cost of the conference was reviewed. It was mentioned that the Brandon, SD golf course uses the same reservation program and questioned if they could cross train Esther. The decision was tabled to the October 4, 2010 Council meeting.  

Scrap Tire Cleanup – Oct. 1 thru Oct. 8: A grant through the State of SD will be conducting a waste tire collection, October 1st through the 8th at the Beresford Rubble Site. The rubble site will be open for the disposal of tires Monday through Friday 1:30 to 4:30. It was mentioned that tires of all sizes would be accepted with a limit of 100 tires per vehicle. Tires will not be accepted from tire retailers. City Administrator, Zeimetz stated that he would put an ad in the Beresford Republic, and local cable channel 8.  

Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission project financing: Representing Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission was Geoff Fillingsness and Woody Houser. They explained to the Council that the Beresford HRC is looking at refinancing their apartments, but in order to do that, they would need assistance from the Council. Council member Lambert made the motion to allow the Beresford HRC council to seek financing options, Erickson seconded the motion. All present Council members voted aye, motion carried.
