October 3, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on October 3, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: none.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Womack, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on September 19 & 28, 2005, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Unfinished Business
Consider Bids for DMS 10 Switch Upgrade: One bid was received from Nortel in the amount of $37,700.00 for 2006 and $37,700.00 in 2007, plus engineering fees (maximum of $4,300.00).  Once ordered, the switch will be delivered in 60-90 days.  Approval to accept the Nortel bid was made on a motion by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Water Heater Rebate Program: Jerry distributed a copy of the current Water Heater Rebate Program but the revised program is not finalized yet.  He will have it for the next Council Meeting.

Resolution to become a member of SDML Workers Compensation Fund: On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, a resolution was adopted for the City of Beresford to become a member of SDML Workers Compensation Fund, motion carried.

Resolution 2005-09 published separate of the Minutes.

New Business: 

Gas Quotes: No gas quotes were received this month.  We will continue to get fuel at Jet, but will also see if Total Stop and Tony’s will give us the pump price minus taxes, as Jet does.  If we do not get any bids next month, we will alternate between the businesses.

Mileage Reimbursement: The IRS has increased the mileage reimbursement rate to 48.5 cents per mile.  The Union agreement stipulates that we use the same rate as the IRS.  On a motion by Spaans, second by Lambert, the City’s rate for mileage is increased to 48.5 cents per mile through December 31, 2005, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items: 

Verizon Tower: Jerry stated that Verizon has received FCC approval to construct the tower near Slumberland and they plan to begin construction in approximately 2 weeks. 

Nuisance Properties: Tom Frieberg is working on the letters to property owners and should be sending them out by the end of this week.  There have also been complaints on broken up sidewalks in town; the suggestion was made to thoroughly look at this issue in the spring.
