Beresford City Council

March 7, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, March 7, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Teresa Kaltenbach  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on February 22, 2011 second by Lambert, motion carried. 

Dept. Head Reports

Finance Officer: Moller stated that the Annual Report is usually presented to the Council the first meeting in March. However, she has experienced some setbacks and will present it at the March 21 Council Meeting. 

Rural Office of Community Service (ROCS): Moller mentioned to the Council that Carolyn Fray, representing ROCS is requesting to use the City’s Federal Tax ID on the Community Bus bank account; she has never had to supply the Fed ID number for any of the entities the City provides a subsidy. Council stated that they have never used it before and that the ROCS Federal Tax ID should be used. 

P/T Employees pay increase: Moller requested a pay increase for City Hall part time employee Carol Sommervold, who has completed her 1-year anniversary. Cotton made the motion to approve part time employee Carol Sommervolds wage from $10.00/hr. to $10.50/hr. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Old Business

Water and Sewer Rates – Funding for Water and Wastewater Projects: Zeimetz informed the Council of financing sources available for funding the 1.772 million water and wastewater projects that the Council has identified. SECOG has a program to review the City’s water and sewer rates, it costs $4,000, however a grant will pay for all but $800.00 of the cost. Lambert made the motion to authorize SECOG to do a water and sewer rate study. Cotton seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Zeimetz stated that the City of Beresford does not qualify for Community Development Block Grants (CDBG) based on the 2000 census income for Beresford residents. However, the City has done surveys in the past that show that the income of Beresford resident’s does fall within the CDBG grant requirements. SECOG is willing to prepare a survey and review the results for the City. Akland made a motion to authorize SECOG to prepare a survey and tabulate the results. Erickson seconded the motion; all present Council Members vote aye, motion carried. 

City Administrator Powers and Duties: Erickson is in the process of rewording Resolution 2002-12. A resolution defining the powers and duties of the office of the City Administrator. Council was asked to review the revisions. Erickson stated that the current resolution conflicts with the City Finance Officer position. After a long discussion, it was decided to table until the March 21, 2011 Council Meeting. 

Building Inspector Compensation: Zeimetz presented a breakdown of the Building Inspectors compensation for 2010. Council discussed how to compensate an additional Building Inspector. The Planning & Zoning Commission did not submit a recommendation. The question of qualification to be a building inspector was brought up. Zeimetz stated that this is all new to the City. Council tabled the discussion to the March 21, 2011 Council Meeting. 

Updating Code of Ordinances: Toby Brown with SECOG will be attending the March 21, 2011 Council Meeting to discuss revising the ordinances. The process takes approximately 1 year. Council will be asked to review 3 sections at each Council Meeting. Once the revisions have been made they will be able to view online. No action taken.

New Business

Review bids for Verizon Tower Project: One bid was received from Engbarth Directional Drilling Inc. for the Verizon Tower Project. Upon review of the bid, it was determined that the bid did not meet the specifications. Lambert made the motion to reject the bid because it didn’t comply with the specs. Erickson seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Since no firm bid was received, Todd Hansen reported that he had negotiated a bid with Engbarth Directional Drilling, Inc. Cotton made the motion to accept the negotiated contract with Engbarth Directional Drilling, Inc. for the sum of $54,416.00 as it will be the most advantageous to the City. Akland seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Todd Hansen also reported that $53,000 in construction costs would be reimbursed to the City by SDN. 

2011 Street Sweeping Contract with SDDOT: Erickson made the motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the 2011 Street Sweeping Contract with the SDDOT for Hwy. 46. Doeden seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

2010 Census Redistricting: Zeimetz noted that SECOG is willing to help redistrict the wards for the City of Beresford based on the 2010 census. The first four hours are free then $50.00/hr thereafter. The current population is 2005 and redistricting is done once every 10 years. Akland made the motion to hire SECOG to redistrict the City. Lambert seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye; motion carried. 

Discussion & Information Items

Local Board of Equalization meets March 21: The local board of equalization will meet at the Beresford Community Library on Monday March 21, 2011 at 7:30 p.m. The purpose of the meeting is to review any objections Beresford residents may have to the counties assessment of their property.

Appointment City Officer’s & Employees: Erickson questioned the yearly appointment of City Officer’s and employees. He mentioned that the City’s personnel manual needs to be updated. No action taken.
