Beresford City Council

August 2, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, August 2, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 19, 2010, second by Doeden, motion carried.   

Public Forum & Visitors:

Banner Engineering: Pat Carey and Erin Stever from Banner Associates addressed the Council on the water treatment plant improvement recommendations along with a cost estimate. They are recommending replacing the existing hydrated lime feed system, and moving all the lime equipment to one location under the lime silo. Banner also suggested to clean and repaint the facility to improve the appearance. Council questioned some of the estimated costs, and if they were necessary for functioning reasons. Mayor Fedderson stated that this is the beginning stage of the project and asked each council member to look at the pros and cons of it. No action taken.  

Dept. Head Reports:

Todd Hansen & Kathy Moller – Cable TV annual Meeting: At 7:50 pm Mayor Fedderson recessed Council for the Cablevision annual meeting. At 8:20 pm Council reconvened back in session. 

Committee/Mayor Reports:

All Committees Report on Budget: Mayor Fedderson asked the Council members if they had been working with the Department Heads on the 2011 budget. It was mentioned that a special meeting might be conducted to discuss the 2011 budget. Finance Officer Moller stated that she has almost all of the Department Heads numbers in. No action taken. 

New Business

Part time hire Bridges Golf Course: Due to some of the P/T staff wanting less hours, Bridges At Beresford Manager Mike Conklin is requesting to hire a part time helper for the golf course clubhouse. Council member Erickson made the motion to hire Chris Sharpe at $7.25/hr. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Gas Quote: A gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes.  A motion was made by Lambert to accept the bid, second by Akland, motion carried.

Prinsco: The City of Beresford received a letter from Prinsco Manufacturing Facility. The letter states that the facility exceeds the maximum allowed area as outlined in Chapter 5 of the 2006 International Building Code. Council member Akland made the motion to waive the maximum allowable area requirements for Chapter 5 of the 2006 International Building Code: allowing the facility to be 28,000 square feet. Doeden seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Community Survey: City Administrator Zeimetz mentioned to the council that a notice went in the August utility bill and postcards will be mailed, notifying customers of the community survey.  He encouraged everyone to complete the survey online, or to pick up a survey at City Hall, City Library, or School Business Office. No action taken.
