 Beresford City Council

July 5, 2005

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 5, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: None.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on June 20, 2005, were approved on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:  

Kevin Nelson – Bike Paths: Kevin Nelson was present to represent a group of parents with concerns about the growing number of children riding their bikes to the park.  From the west part of the City they usually ride along 13th Street and turn onto the street just south of Dave Kostboth’s.  They would like to see a bike path added to this street to meet up with the bike path at the edge of the park near the curve.  It was suggested to widen the street on the south side and put the bike path on the north side of the street.   It would be an ideal time to do this with the new golf course construction in that area.  Jerry will get cost estimates from Banner and bring the information to the Council.

Kevin also briefly discussed the possibility of sometime in the future continuing the bike path around the Methodist Church corner and around the curve to make a loop so the path doesn’t just end at the church corner.

Committee Reports: 

Public Safety & Energy Committee Meeting: The Public Safety & Energy Committee met earlier to discuss E-911 & the costs the City might incur to update.  Technology is changing very rapidly and Union County is moving forward with Enhanced 911.   We will try to have representatives from Bullberry Systems, Inc. and ProMap Geographic Information Systems at the first Council meeting in August to discuss how this could work for Beresford.  

Unfinished Business:
Second Reading Ordinance 04-2005: The second reading of Ordinance 04-2005 to rezone the West 75 ft. of Lots 13-14-15 of Block 3, Original Beresford City from Single Family Residential to Multi-Family Residential was approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Lambert, motion carried.  

Ordinance 2005-04 (published separate from Minutes)

Temporary Hire for Electric Department: On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, approval was given to hire Joe Knutson as a temporary hire for the Electric Department at a rate of $10.00/hour, motion carried.

Authorization to Advertise for Quotes for City’s Insurance Coverage: Approval to advertise for quotes for the City’s Insurance was given on a motion by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.  

Street Sweeper Bids: We did not receive any bids for the sweeper.  Sanitation Products will give us $15,000.00 for the used sweeper, which is the appraised value.  This was approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

New Business:

Step Pay Increase for Jerry Antonson: Jerry Antonson was approved for a step pay increase effective July 1, 2005, to $14.62/hour on a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: A motion to approve the gas bid from Cenex in the amount of $1.9374 for ethanol and $1.9564 for unleaded gas was made by Von Eschen, second by Womack, motion carried.   

Approve First Half Coaches Salaries: Approval to pay the first half of the coaches salaries for Jason Carlson, Tom Keiser and Nathan Peterson was granted on a motion by Spaans, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Approve Advertising for Part-Time Children’s Librarian: Approval to advertise for a part-time Children’s Librarian was given on a motion by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Part-Time Hire for Police Department: Approval to hire certified police officer, Luke Limoges, as a part-time police officer at a rate of $10.50/hour was given on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Jerry Zeimetz: Letter from the South Dakota Municipal Electric Association was read.

Dan Cotton - Lewis & Clark Update: Dan reported that at the last Lewis & Clark Water System meeting, there was discussion on the treatment of raw water from the pipeline.  We can choose if we want to treat the water we need and sell what we don’t need, or have the raw water pass us by.  It would be an advantage for us to do this now versus later but we still need more financial information.  Dan will get more information for the Council or possibly have a Lewis & Clark representative come to a meeting to answer any questions the Council has.
