Beresford City Council

May 4, 2009

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, May 4, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Robert Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Teresa Kaltenbach.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Womack, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Minutes: Akland made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 20, 2009, second by Womack, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Troy Larson – Lewis & Clark Regional Water System: Troy Larson with Lewis & Clark Regional Water System, along with Dan Zulkosky, Lewis & Clark’s Construction Administrator, visited with the Council regarding the progress of the pipeline and the bill the City received on the indexing for the prepayment amount.  He was happy to report that with the new stimulus funding of $56.5 million in 2010, the pipeline should be finished approximately 2 years earlier than planned.  In addition, Mr. Larson explained that the bill the City received was due to the fact that in 2007 34% of the pre-payments were obligated and another 20% were obligated in 2008 for a total of 54%.  This caused an inflation indexing on the portions of the pre-payment that were unobligated.  He stated that the inflation indexing rates come from the Bureau of Reclamation.  Troy also explained that there are several options to consider in paying this fee, one of which is to wait until the final true-up once the System is completed.   No action was taken at this time.

Tarz Mullinix & Mike Carlson – Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept.: Tarz and Mike talked to the Council about purchasing a new aerial truck for the Fire Department.  He did state that at the present time the current aerial truck is still in good condition, but it is 21 years old and should be replaced soon.  Tarz has received 3 specs for a new replacement ranging from $400,000.00 to $650,000.00.  He feels the $400,000.00 unit will fulfill the department’s needs and the truck would be available sooner with this company (Danko).  The City had agreed to contribute $300,000.00 toward the purchase of this unit over 3 years, providing interest from investments came in as needed.  However, due to declining interest rates, that hasn’t been possible.  The City had budgeted $125,000.00 so far for this but it needs to be determined if the money is available.  The Council asked the Finance Officer to look into this and see what money is actually available and report back to the next Council Meeting.

Dept. Head Reports:

Kathy Moller – Finance Office: The Finance Officer reported that the best investment PMA Financial Network found for the City is a 12 month CD at a rate of 1.33%.  The Council agreed that $1,000,000.00 should be invested in the 12 month CD at the 1.33% rate.  Kathy also reported that she has received the engagement letter for the City’s audit from Quam & Berglin, which will be June 16-19, 2009.

Jerry Zeimetz - City Administrator: 

· Bike Path Grant: The SD Dept. of Transportation recently announced new funding that will be available thru the Transportation Enhancement Stimulus Grant Program.  Jerry is working on the grant to continue the bike path past the Methodist Church, through the Phase 2 Bridges housing area, along the creek bottom adjacent to the golf course, all within the Public Right of Way and on property that is owned by the City.  The path would be approximately 4900 feet long and connect with the existing path that would create a very scenic 2.1-mile loop.  The total cost is approximately $213,000.00 and of this 81% would be federal funds and 19% would be the City’s share.  The grant application is due May 8th and we should know the results in 2-3 months.

The following resolution was introduced to proceed with funding for the bike path. 

RESOLUTION 2009-09


WHEREAS, The City of Beresford desires the construction of a bike path as hereinafter described:


Location, Length, Type of Construction – A 4900 foot long 8 foot wide asphalt bike path starting at the corner of South West 13th Street (Methodist Church Corner) and ending East of the Beresford Middle and High School (Maple Street) running within the public right-of-way and over city owned property 


AND WHEREAS, The City of Beresford is obligated and herby agrees to provide proper maintenance as required by the Federal Highway Act as amended and supplemented thereto for the project after construction is completed and to regulate or cause to be regulated the installation of utility facilities within the limits of the right-of-way of the proposed project in accordance with State and Federal requirements.


AND WHEREAS, The City of Beresford is obligated and herby agrees to pay for all costs not reimbursable with Transportation Enhancement Stimulus Funds.


AND WHEREAS, The City of Beresford is obligated and hereby agrees to pay for preliminary and construction engineering with local funds.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Beresford requests Transportation Enhancement Stimulus funds for construction, in accordance with the “States Standard Specifications” for bike trail construction for the project described.

· Summer Hires: The SD Department of Labor is offering a program to pay wages for 14-24 year olds for 500 hours this summer.  This would be any type of work – general labor to interns.  Jerry doesn’t have all the details yet but will look into getting possibly a few people to work for the summer.  We could possibly use these people to help with getting ready for the 125th anniversary.

· City Wide Cleanup: Jerry is putting an article in the Beresford Republic regarding the City Wide Cleanup.  City employees will be picking up items left curbside May 19-21.  The City will be divided into 3 sections, with the 1st section being picked up on the 1st day and so on.  He will add to the article that we will allow 4 tires per household to be included.

· SF Sanitation: City Attorney Frieberg is waiting for word on the Sioux Falls Sanitation lawsuit.  The City asked for the case to be dismissed due to there being no grounds for the lawsuit.

· Casey’s Drainage: Casey’s General Store engineer is confident that the drainage from the new Casey’s will be handled in the appropriate manner.

Kelly Knutson – Parks Department:

· Comfort Station Repair: Kelly reported that the footings on the southeast corner of the park restroom building have shifted and need to be repaired.  He did get an estimate from Roy Johnson Construction for $4,340.00 and was assured it will be repaired by the 125th anniversary celebration.  A motion to hire Roy Johnson Construction to repair the park bathroom was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.

· Pool Drain: Kelly requested permission to order the anti-entrapment drain covers for the pool at a cost of $3,503.70.  Once the equipment arrives it will just take one day to install them.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Cotton, to approve the purchase of the drain covers, motion carried.

· Trees: There will be 6-8 White Pine trees planted (8-12’ tall) along the driving range/bike path, the cost of which should be covered by the bike path grant from 2007.

Mayor Reports:

· Transmission Line: Mayor Fedderson reported that he, Jerry Zeimetz and Jay Nordquist went to Vermillion to discuss the opportunity for a new electric transmission line with the City of Vermillion.  This could be a great help to both cities in case of emergency.  

· Beresford Gun Club: Chief Christensen and Mayor Fedderson recently looked at the set-up at the Gun Club and feel there are some safety issues that need to be resolved.  Larry will be working on getting these issues resolved with the members of the club.

· Sanford Clinic: Dr. Haigh of Sanford Clinic will be the primary physician at Beresford’s Sanford Clinic beginning August 1st.  Sanford Health also announced that Beresford has been moved up their list to build a new clinic, but it most likely will not be this year.

Unfinished Business:

Draw Down Request for Summer Coaches: Beresford PRCE has requested to draw down the $7,500.00 that was budgeted for baseball and softball summer coaches.  A motion was made by Womack, second by Cotton to approve the draw down, motion carried with all members voting aye.

1-29 Corridor Contribution: As the Council feels that the 1-29 Corridor Association would directly benefit our City, a motion was made by Lambert, second by Spaans, to contribute $1,000 toward this project, motion carried.

City-Wide Cleanup: Jerry announced that the City will be divided into 3 groups and the pick-up will begin on Monday, May 18th and end on May 20th.  One section will be picked up each of those days.  Any items that are accepted at the landfill will be picked up.  Electronics will not be picked up at this time.  Jerry is working with Millennium Recycling to schedule a separate event for electronics.  The Council did decide that the clean up should include tires and that the City will pick up a maximum of 4 tires per household (rims removed).
