February 18, 2008

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

February 18, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen. Dan Cotton, Pete Womack, Gary Lambert, Rich Spaans.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent:  None.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on February 4, 2008, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Womack, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:
Esther Larsen:

· Highway 46: Esther Larsen was present to voice her concern over the safety of children crossing Highway 46 on their way to school and going to summer activities.  She suggested installing a stop sign or crossing light at the corner of 6th or 8th Street.  Jerry stated that the state must authorize this since it is a state highway.  Jerry will talk to Ron Peterson with the State about the situation.

· Easter Egg Hunt: Mrs. Larsen also reported that the Easter Egg Hunt held at their acreage each year has outgrown that location (last year there were over 700 people in attendance).  She would like to see it held in Beresford and make it more of a community event.  Last year Morrell’s & Blue Bunny donated hot dogs and ice cream and Esther already has purchased many items for this year’s event.  It could be held in the City Park and possibly extend onto the cart path of the golf course.  A motion was made by Cotton, second by Akland, to hold the Easter Egg Hunt in the City Park on March 22nd with Esther Larsen responsible for coordinating the event, on the condition that the weather permits, motion carried.

New Business: 

Authorization to higher appraisal done for the South 100 Feet of Lot One (1) in Tract One (1) of Western Addition for Community Bus Barn: Jerry Zeimetz reported that we need to have a professional appraisal done on the property purchased for the Community Bus Barn.   A motion to approve getting a professional appraisal for the Bus Barn lot was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Waste Tire Grant:  Jerry has been working with the SD Department of Environment of Natural Resources to secure a grant to remove the waste tires at the Rubble Site.  There are currently approximately 4,000 car tires, 60 truck tires, and 30 tractor tires there that need to be removed.  The DENR offers a 50/50 grant to assist in removing them.  The cost is estimated at $6,975 with the state picking up ½ of that, making the City’s cost $3,487.50.

Discussion & Information items:

Community Bus Barn Update:  The Bus Barn will be going to bids in late February or early March, and will be due March 28, 2008.  The SD DOT will be responsible for all the specs, bidding, advertising, etc.

Update on Senate Bill 151: The vote for Senate Bill 151 was split in the Senate and is now tabled.  They are talking with area REA’s to get their feedback so there may possibly be an amendment.

Faith in Action – Thank You: Jerry passed around a thank you from Faith in Action for the City’s 2008 subsidy.

Deadline for Nominating Petitions due February 29th: A reminder to those who have taken out nominating petitions for City Council and Mayor positions that the deadline to file petitions is Friday, February 29th.
