The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, March 15, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, and Rich Spaans.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.
Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 1, 2010 with one correction; Tom Erickson was present at the March 1, 2010 meeting, second by Cotton. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Public Hearings:

One-Day Temporary Malt Beverage License: Council member Akland made the motion to approve the temporary one-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. located at 301 N 10th St. for March 27, 2010. Second by Erickson, all council members present voted aye, motion carried.

Local Board of Equalization: At 7:33 p.m. Council recessed to meet as the 2010 Board of Equalization Hearing. Union County had five appeals; one of the appeals was withdrawn. There were no appeals from Lincoln County. At 7:46 p.m. the council reconvened in regular session.
Public Forum and Visitors:

Beresford Baseball Association: Tom Frieberg updated the council about the Beresford Baseball Association. He stated that they have registered 243 kids so far for the summer and will have all of the diamonds busy all through the summer with evening games and weekend tournaments. Local resident, Tom Keiser has agreed to work with all of the kids on educating them on the basics of baseball throughout the month of June. No action taken.   

Senior Event Center: Don Young and Rolland Amundson, representing the Senior Event Center, were present to express their gratitude for the subsidy from the City. The member’s are requesting a written lease with the City. No action taken. 
Committee / Mayor Reports:

Finance & Utility Committee: The Finance & Utility Committee consisting of council members Lambert, Akland and Erickson met on Friday March 12, 2010 to discuss customers past due bills and the deposit that is required. At this time the committee advised leaving the utility and telephone deposit policy alone. No action taken. 

The Finance & Utility Committee suggested to the council to conduct a strategic planning meeting in May with BEDCO and the HRC Board. No action taken.

Review funding options for water main repairs: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz spoke to the council regarding funding options. He stated that the City would need to get on the state water plan and complete the survey. Council Member Cotton made the motion to complete the survey. Street Sweeping Contract with SDDOT for Hwy 46: Council member Cotton made the motion to authorize signing the 2010 Street Sweeping Contract with the SDDOT for Hwy. 46. Spaans seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Tax abatement request: Council member Lambert made the motion to request tax abatement for the City Recycling Center located at 117 S 3rd St. Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

2010 Seasonal Help: The Public Works Committee consisting of Council members Cotton, Erickson and Kaltenbach were asked to review the 2010 seasonal help applications with Golf / Park / Pool Superintendent Kelly Knutson. No action taken.

Letter from Brookings Municipal Utilities: Brookings Municipal Utilities sent the City of Beresford an invoice for damages sustained to the water tower and antenna in August 2009.
