Beresford City Council

October 2, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on October 2, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer, presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Chuck Von Eschen

Members absent: Rich Spaans.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on September 18 & 25, 2006 were approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.   

Public Hearing:

On-Off Sale Malt Beverage License for David Wampler, dba David’s Restaurant & Bowl: Mr. Wampler stated that he feels malt beverage sales would help his business.  At this time there will be one employee under the age of 21, but that employee will not be near the alcohol.  David and his wife, Hannah, will also be working there.  They plan to have the bowling alley open for league only on Mondays, the other days bowling will be available from 3:00 – 11:00 p.m.  The restaurant will be open 11:00 a.m. – 9:30 or 10:00 p.m., closed on Mondays.  At 7:35 p.m. a motion was made by Cotton, second by Akland, to move to executive session to discuss legal issues.

The Council reconvened to regular session at 7:50 p.m.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland to approve the application for an On-Off Sale Malt Beverage License for David’s Restaurant & Bowl, motion carried.  

Dan Lederman: At this time Dan Lederman introduced himself, stating that he is running for the State House in District 16 and would appreciate everyone’s support.

New Business:

Appointment to Planning & Zoning Commission: Mayor Palmer appointed Larry Bork to a 5-year term on the Planning & Zoning Board.  Motion to approve the appointment was made by Akland, second by Cotton, motion carried.  

Proposed Resolution of Necessity on N. 1st Street Project: Jerry Zeimtez talked with Bill Dolan and was told that the residents on N. 1st Street do want to go forward with the curb & gutter project by getting bids to see what the actual costs will be.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, Resolution 2006-18 a Proposed Resolution of Necessity setting a hearing date of Nov. 6 was adopted.  On roll call all present voted yes. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2006-18 (published separate of minutes)

Part-Time Hire for Library: Jane Norling would like to hire Annie Crist as a part-time librarian to work an average of 10 hours per week.  Motion to hire Annie Crist as a part-time librarian was made by Akland, second by Womack, motion carried.

Gas Quotes: Jerry Zeimetz reported that a gas quote was received from Total Stop for no lead at $2.12 and super unleaded at $2.10.  He recommended that the Council reject the bid and purchase at pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Cotton to reject the bid and purchase gas at Jet Service in October at pump price less taxes.  Motion carried.

Surplus Property for Disposal: The new sewer jetter has arrived and we still have the old sewer jetter that we need to surplus out.  Sanitation Products did offer $2,500 on trade.  The Council Appraisal Committee recommends setting the value at $10,000 and see if it sells.  On a motion by Von Eschen, second by Akland, the value of the sewer jetter will be set at $10,000.00, declared surplus, and offered for sale, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items:

Community Center Update: Jerry Zeimetz reported that work was supposed to start today on the Community Center but the contractor did not show up.  May 1st is the completion date and Jerry is keeping track of weather conditions while working closely with the architects.  There was discussion on forming a committee to work on the budget, fees, policies, staffing, etc.  This group will consist of 8-10 people who will meet on a regular basis and will require extensive research to gather information for the Community Center/Clubhouse.  The Council Members were asked to think of people that may be interested in working on this committee and bring their recommendations to the next meeting.  Jerry suggested that the committee consist of both men & women from various age groups.

Gary Lambert said that several people have approached him about extending Maple Street through the old golf course and bringing the bike path through there, which would mean having to move the restroom and golf course maintenance shed.

Family Dollar (next to Fiesta): Construction is at a standstill – at this time not sure what the status is on this building.

Furniture & More: The trucks have been moved and the parking lot is cleaned up.

Old Laundromat: Work is in progress.

Dupuy house on 13th St.: Work is in progress.

Fitzgerald Sidewalk: It was that the sidewalk was removed at the Fitzgerald house on Spruce Street.  Jerry will ask Lyle Savey to follow up on that to make sure it will be replaced.
