The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, April 19, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, and Rich Spaans.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.
Minutes: Spaans made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 5, 2010, with an amendment to the paragraph under Committee / Mayor Reports changing council member names Kaltenbach to Akland, seconded by Kaltenbach. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Public Forum and Visitors:

Beresford Chamber of Commerce: Ryan Bear, representing the Beresford Chamber of Commerce, requested using the “Welcome to Beresford” signs, near the Interstate to place removable advertising skins over the signs to advertise the summer event, “Wheels n’ Squeals”, if approved, the skins would be installed in early May and then removed after the event. Councilman Lambert stated the purpose of the signs was to attract people to Beresford, and thought it was a great idea. All Council members present agreed and permission was given.

After Prom Committee: Mary Ellen Saugstad, representing the After Prom Committee, asked the council why permission to use the bar section, in addition to the Event Center at the Bridges Clubhouse for the After Prom Party on April 24, 2010 was denied at the last council meeting. There is no way to block off the bar area and store the inventory which could potentially lead to a liability issue.

Unfinished Business:

Lifeguard manual and contract: Kelly Knutson, Golf Course, Park & Pool Supt., asked for approval of the manual/contract, which was presented previously for review. Kelly stated a “lost and found” section might be added to the manual/contract. Kelly was complimented for a great job on the contract. Curt Johnson helped with CPR training, 7 guards were certified. A new first aid kit was purchased as well. Emergency procedures will be reviewed with Ambulance and Fire personnel prior to the pool opening. Motion to accept the lifeguard manual and contract was made by Akland, second by Spaans, motion carried. 

New Business:

Canvass results of 2010 Election: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, distributed the poll books from all three voting wards to the council for review. We had a 65% voter turn out for this election.
