Beresford City Council

March 6, 2006

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 6, 2006, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on February 20, 2006, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Department Head Reports:
Todd Hansen – E911 Information:  Todd Hansen presented more information on Enhanced 911 service for the City of Beresford, particularly the costs involved in this service.  The estimate from SDN Communications came to $38,843.00 and the estimate from Qwest came to $41,991.90.  The City is currently exempt from charging a 911 surcharge on monthly phone bills, but this could change in the future to help with this cost.  Jerry will get information from both Union and Lincoln counties to see what it would cost for each of their counties to do our dispatch services and compare the costs.  He will bring this information to the next meeting.  We need to find out what the costs are to keep the dispatch local vs. going to the County level and weigh the differences before any decisions are made.

Committee Reports: 

Rich Spaans – Washington, D.C.: Rich reported on the meetings he attended in Washington, D.C.  He and several others lobbied for Missouri River Energy Services and met with Senator Johnson’s staff, and also with John Thune and Stephanie Herseth on their behalf.  Their main concern is trying to get control of shipping costs and improve the rail service to ship the coal.  Mayor Palmer thanked Rich for representing Beresford in Washington and also urged all Council Members to report back to the Council on any meetings they attend.

Unfinished Business:

Executive Session – Legal Matters: At 8:07 p.m. on a motion by Akland, second by Lambert, the Council moved to Executive Session to discuss a legal issue, motion carried.

The Council reconvened at 8:30 p.m.

Consider Bids for Sub-Base Material & Asphalt Surfacing: Rechnagel Construction came in with the low bid of $5.80/ton delivered for sub-base material and crushed gravel.  Motion to accept the bid by Rechnagel for $5.80/ton was made by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.  The other bid received was from Higman Sand & Gravel at $8.00/ton delivered.

Topkote Inc. came in with the low bid for asphalt surface treatment at $55,634.00 for the total bid.  The other bids were $55,674.00 from The Road Guy and $65,068.00 fro Asphalt Surfacing Co.  Motion to accept the bid by Topkote Inc. in the amount of $55,634.00 was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Kaltenbach Nuisance: Ken Kaltenbach was sent a letter requiring him to remove the woodpile from his property on Oak Street within 30 days.  He did extend the fence surrounding the pile somewhat.  Councilman Womack is working on the issue and would like some additional time to come up with a solution.  

Summer Help for Parks, Golf Course & Swimming Pool: Kelly is in the process of contacting all the applicants for the above positions to check on their schedules for the summer to make sure all areas will be covered the entire summer.  With all the athletic camps, vacations, and college plans in the past, it has left departments short at different times during the summer.  He will have some recommendations for hire at the next meeting.  The application period has closed for these positions.

Ordinance Regarding New Underground Electric Service: The first reading was held on Ordinance 01-2006, An Ordinance Providing for the Conversion to Underground Electric Service Lines to all Residential and Small Commercial Secondary Service (under 200 amps) Electric Customers Within the Municipality of Beresford, South Dakota.  When underground electric service is scheduled to be installed, property owners will receive notice 30 days prior to the installation.  Options were considered to allow customers several alternatives to pay for the upgrades.  The second reading will be held at the next Council Meeting on March 20.

Industrial Park Access Road: Farmers Union Coop Assoc. has agreed to deed 22 ½ feet to the City for a new road, as well as give a 5 ft. easement for street lights and signage along the east side of Lot 3, Cenex Addition to the City of Beresford.  In return, the City has agreed to assist Farmers Union Coop Assoc. or any developer that may purchase a portion of Lot 3, Cenex Addition, in obtaining an additional driveway on SD Hwy 46 if necessary.

New Business:

Resolution to Finance the Lease Purchase of Greens Mower, Roughs Mower & Fairway Mower: This was tabled until the next meeting.  

Abatement Request: Akland moved and Lambert seconded a motion to approve the application for tax abatement on Union County parcel 02.25.01.1035 in the amount of $1,392.52 because of an incorrect filing status (should be owner occupied).  Motion carried.

Lambert moved and Womack seconded a motion to approve the application for tax abatement on Union County parcel 02.01.18.1000 in the amount of $576.40 because the property was tax deed property and should have been tax exempt.  Motion carried.

Gas Quotes: Total Stop submitted the only gas quote for $2.15 for no lead and $2.15 for ethanol.  Motion to accept the quote was made on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.  

Golf Cart Quotes: The Bridges Golf Course will be leasing 12 carts in 2006.  Quotes were received from 3 vendors all with different models available at different prices.  A motion was made by Lambert, second by Akland, to lease up to 12 golf carts from Mr. Golf Cart at a cost of $7,200.00 over a five-year period.  This contract can be re-negotiated if more carts are needed.  All pre-season and end of season maintenance is done by Mr. Golf Cart personnel.
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School Golf Team Rates at Bridges Golf Course: Currently there is a $750.00 flat fee for the girls and boys’ school golf teams to use the course during the golf season.  Jerry will be meeting

with the Bridges Golf Course Advisory Committee next week and will discuss the possibility of changing that for the 2006-2007 school year.  Right now the golf team members cannot use the course after practice hours unless they are a member or pay green fees.   
Consider Quotes for Copier at City Hall: Jerry provided information for City Hall to lease a color copier/color printer/scanner/fax machine.  The current copier is about 7 years old and is worn out.  The lease/purchase price of $623.00/month includes the machine, all maintenance and supplies.  A motion was made to approve the lease/purchase of the copier from A & B Business Equipment by Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for Sewer Jetter: The City’s current sewer jetter is 23 years old and needs to be replaced.  There is $55,000 set in the budget for this.  A motion to authorize advertising for bids for a new sewer jetter was made by Lambert, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

1997 Case IH Tractor: Kelly Knutson located a used tractor out of Brookings that he would like to purchase that will be used to operate the fertilizer spreader, overseeder, aerator, slicer, blade and any other 3 point hitch attachments. It can also be used to move picnic tables and pull a larger, more efficient leaf sweeper.  A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Spaans to approve the purchase of the Case IH Tractor for the golf course/parks departments for $12,900.00, motion carried.

Discussion and Information Items: 
Community Center Update: Jerry provided information on the cost estimates for the combined Community Center/Bridges Golf Course Clubhouse.  The third penny sales tax would be used for the Community Center portion of the building and there may be state grants available as well.  No action was taken.

Union County Assessment Meeting, March 15, 1:00 p.m.: Jerry Zeimetz and Kathy Moller will be going to the assessment meeting in Elk Point on March 15th; any Council Members wishing to attend should let them know.  

Local Review Board meets March 20-24: The Council will act as the Local Review Board for property tax protests.  These will be scheduled for Monday, March 20th and if needed, on Tuesday, March 21st.  Jerry will again try to get pictures of properties being contested.
