The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, 

July 7, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson, presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Chuck Von Eschen.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meetings held on June 16 and June 23, 2008, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Committee/Mayor Reports:
Public Works Committee: The Public Works Committee, consisting of Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert and Chuck Von Eschen recently visited with the department heads of the street department, the parks & golf course, and the clubhouse.  All the department heads explained their ongoing projects along with future projects that their departments will be working on.  The committee feels that all the department heads and employees are very open to council members visiting their departments and taking an interest in their projects.  

Mayor Fedderson then assigned the Public Safety and Energy Committee, consisting of Dan Cotton, Gary Lambert, and Wayne Akland, to visit their departments, which are Fire, Police, Ambulance, Dispatch, and Electric, and report on their meetings at the next Council Meeting.

Unfinished Business:

Appointment to Library Board: Mayor Fedderson appointed Amy Farley and Krislyn Carlson to the Library Board.  This appointment was approved in a motion by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried. 

Appointment to Planning & Zoning Commission: Mayor Fedderson appointed Gerald Dahlin to the Planning & Zoning Board.  This appointment was approved in a motion by 
Akland, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Authorize Mayor to Ratify Union Agreement for 2008: Attorney Tom Frieberg briefly highlighted the changes in the 2008 Union Agreement:

· The amount of sick leave that can be taken for the death of a child is increased to five days.

· Jury leave – if an employee is subpoenaed for reasons relating to City employment, they will receive their regular pay.  If they are subpoenaed for reasons other than work, they will need to take vacation or personal leave.
· More flexibility in the 8-hour workday.
· Police clothing allowance was increased to $600/year.
· All wages were increased 2.5%.
· The Lead Lineman position was increased 7.5%.
A motion to authorize the Mayor to ratify the 2008 one-year Union Agreement was made by Cotton, second by Womack, motion carried.

Fraud Policy: During the last audit, the auditors recommended that the City adopt a Fraud Policy.  Jerry Zeimetz and Kathy Moller will work on this policy and bring it to review at the next Council Meeting.

New Business

Dedicate Krause Tract 2 as Public Right-of-Way: Krause Tract 2, which was the access road that the Krause’s used for their farm, needs to be dedicated as a Public Right-of-Way.  A motion was made by Akland, second by Spaans, to approve the dedication upon receipt of proper consents from interested parties, motion carried.

 RESOLUTION DEDICATING A PLATTED STREET IN THE CITY OF BERESFORD

BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council for the City of Beresford, Lincoln and Union Counties, South Dakota,

WHEREAS, Krause Tract 2 in the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4SE1/4) of Section 31, Township 96 North, Range 50 West of the 5th P.M., Lincoln County, South Dakota was established pursuant to a plat dated September 25, 1998 and recorded on September 28, 1998 at Book 8 of Miscellaneous, Page 370; and

WHEREAS, said Krause Tract 2 limited its use to Katherine Krause until the same was dedicated as a public street; and

WHEREAS, Krause Tract 2 is no longer limited to use by Katherine Krause in that the property for which Krause Tract 2 was to provide access has been sold to Beresford Economic Development Corporation and the residence which Katherine Krause lived in has now been moved; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, upon consent received from the fee owner of Krause Tract 2 in the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4SE1/4) of Section 31, Township 96 North, Range 50 West of the 5th P.M., Lincoln County, South Dakota was established pursuant to a plat dated September 25, 1998 and recorded on September 28, 1998 at Book 8 of Miscellaneous, Page 370, the same shall thereafter, upon recording of the consent and this Resolution, be deemed dedicated as a public street to be known as a part of 16th Street and located within the corporate boundaries of the City of Beresford.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution dedicating the public street is intended to terminate the restriction of use of Krause Tract 2 and to hereinafter dedicate the same for public use under applicable South Dakota law.

City Staff Assistance in 125th Anniversary Planning & Implementation: City Administrator Zeimetz just wanted the Council to be aware that during the preparations for the 125th Anniversary celebration, some City employees may be required to work on projects during work hours and after hours, which would require overtime pay.  City employees who volunteer to work on committees will not be paid for their time on those committees.

Golf Course Cart Shed: Jerry reported that there is a lot of interest in the land that the cart shed is sitting on.  If the land is sold, the cart shed will need to be removed from the site.  Councilman Cotton is working on getting a bid to move the cart shed.  Jerry will also have more information at the next meeting regarding costs of constructing a new shed in the new location which is south of the clubhouse and to the east of the #9 green.
