The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, December 7, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.

 
Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, and Rich Spaans.
 
Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Akland, motion carried.
Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 16, 2009 second by Spaans. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.   

Public Hearings:

Liquor License Renewals: This being the time as advertised, a public hearing on the liquor license renewals was held. Finance Officer Kathy Moller stated that all of the licenses have been submitted; fees paid and are ready to go. There were no objections to the renewals. The applications submitted are as follows:

Council Member Lambert made the motion to approve all of the liquor license renewals. Council Member Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Committee / Mayor Reports

Finance and Utility Committee: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist addressed the council regarding an electric rate increase. After a long discussion, the council decided to put an insert in the January 2010 utility bills and an article in the Beresford Republic explaining the reason for the electric rate increase. Finance Officer Kathy Moller was asked to compile ordinances from surrounding communities on how they handle delinquent renters utility bills, and bring her findings to the December 21, 2009 Council Meeting. No action taken.

Unfinished Business:

Energy Efficiency Conservation Block Grants – Resolution: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated that after reviewing the three potential energy efficiency projects with the South Eastern Council of Government’s, it was decided to pursue the street lighting and Library grants. The street lighting grant would be for materials only. The City Electric Department would install the light fixtures. The City Library grant would be for the furnace and A/C replacement. Council Member Spaans made the motion to adopt resolution #2009-16, Akland second. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried
RESOLUTION #2009-16

WHEREAS, the City of Beresford has identified the need for the implementation of energy

conservation measures, and

WHEREAS, the City of Beresford proposes to undertake the following projects:

· Replace one hundred eighty five 250-watt HPS streetlights with 120-watt induction street light heads

· Replace six forced air natural gas furnaces and electric air conditioning units with six new energy efficient furnaces and heat pumps.

WHEREAS, the City of Beresford is eligible to apply to the Sate of South Dakota for Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) assistance for the proposed projects as

1) The City of Beresford is included in the latest Census of Governments (2007) as an incorporated municipality; and

2) The City of Beresford has a governance structure with an elected official and governing body; and

3) The City of Beresford was not eligible for a direct allocation of EECBG under the ARRA program; and

WHEREAS, with the submission of the EECBG applications the City of Beresford assures and certified that all EECBG program requirements will be fulfilled,

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the governing body of the City of Beresford duly authorizes the Mayor to sign and submit all necessary paperwork for the EECBG applications on behalf of the City of Beresford.

This resolution is effective immediately upon passage.

Update on administrative rules for 911: Mayor Fedderson stated that on November 18, 2009 Larry Christensen, Tom Frieberg and himself all testified on behalf of the City at the Legislative Rules Review Committee meeting. The Rules Committee passed the new rules to be effective December 14, 2009. Mayor Fedderson stated that they did leave it open so that the 2-person rule can be handled thru the use of technology. January 14, 2010 is the next meeting with Qwest. No action taken.
New Business:

Sidewalk Waiver Request: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz stated that Tim & Amy Farley are currently building a home at 502 SW 13th St. They have requested to waive the sidewalk requirement since a bike path runs on the north and west side of their home. The Planning Commission has reviewed the request and has recommended that the City Council waive the requirements. Council Member Akland made the motion to waive the sidewalk requirement for Tim & Amy Farley at 502 SW 13th St. Council Member Erickson second, all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Gas Quotes: Only one gas quote was received from Total Stop for $0.02 cents per gallon off the pump price less taxes. A motion was made by Cotton to accept the bid, second by Lambert. All council members present voted aye, motion carried.
Appointment to Beresford Housing and Redevelopment Commission (HRC): Mayor Fedderson stated that Sheridan Swee’s term on the Beresford HRC board expired in November 2009, and he would like to recommend Geoff Fillingsness to fill the next term. Council Member Erickson made the motion to appoint Geoff Fillingsness to the Beresford Housing and Redevelopment Commission, term expiring November 2014. Council Member Cotton seconded the motion and all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Declare Fire Dept. Van surplus: Council Member Erickson made the motion to declare the Fire Departments 1979 Cube Van surplus to sell to another government entity. Council Member Lambert seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Part-time hire for Rubble Site: Council Member Akland made the motion to hire Paul Schott for the part-time position at the Rubble Site for the winter months only at $10.00/hr. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Part-time hire for Library: Council Member Erickson made the motion to hire Mary Ferwerda for a temporary part-time position at the library at $10.28/hr. Kaltenbach seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Second Amendment to amended and restated commitment agreement: Council Member Cotton updated the council on the latest version of the amended and restated commitment agreement between the City of Sioux Falls and Lewis & Clark Rural Water Systems. The City of Sioux Falls wants assurances that when they need more water they will be able to go the Lewis & Clark board and request such. The City of Beresford along with other Lewis & Clark members, the City of Lennox and North Lincoln Rural Water will review the agreement with Attorney Larry Nelson. No action taken. 

Wage Increase: Street / Water / Sewer employee Bill Sebern qualifies for his next step increase. Street / Water / Sewer Superintendent Dan Andre submitted a statement that Bill Sebern is a very good employee and deserves the wage increase. Council Member Lambert made the motion to increase Bill Sebern’s wage from $16.67/hr to $17.10/hr. effective December 18, 2009. Spaans seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Christmas Eve Hours: The Council Members discussed what time to close on Christmas Eve and decided to let each department head decide what time to close based upon their workload. The City employees will need to use either vacation or personal leave for the remainder of that day. 

Beresford Cablevision: Council Member Lambert stated that he recently spoke with Telephone Superintendent Todd Hansen about cable rates. At this time he would like to wait until March 2010 to discuss. No action taken. 

Discussion & Information Items:
Consider part-time help at City Hall: Finance Officer Kathy Moller stated that with Patti Johnson being out due to her illness, Beth Rasmussen has moved over to the Telephone Office on a full time basis, which has made City Hall short handed. Council Member Akland made the motion to advertise for part-time help at City Hall. Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Municipal Code Review Process: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz recently met with Toby Brown of the South Eastern Council of Government’s (SECOG) about updating the code of ordinances. SECOG will do this at no charge to the City. Jerry is looking to put together a committee of council member’s and staff to work with Toby. Council Member Kaltenbach made the motion to appoint Jerry Zeimetz, Kathy Moller, Tom Erickson, Wayne Akland and Dan Cotton to the committee. Lambert seconded the motion, all present council members vote aye, motion carried. 

Safety Benefits Loss Control Survey: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz, Police Chief Larry Christensen, Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent Dan Andre, and Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist met on November 4, 2009 with Kelly Everson of Safety Benefit Inc. They conducted a loss control survey for the South Dakota Municipal League Workers Compensation. Kelly Everson submitted his recommendations to each department. Discussion was tabled until the next council meeting to be held on December 21, 2009

American Public Power Association (APPA) Legislative Rally in Washington DC:  This year’s annual APPA meeting will be held February 22 – 24, 2010. The council discussed possibly sending someone to the rally. In the past MRES has paid the travel expenses for one person, however they are no longer doing that. After discussing, the council decided not to send anyone to the APPA Legislative Rally.
