Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Spaans, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors:

Carla Zeimetz – Bertz Sports Bar and Grill: Carla Zeimetz addressed the council to request closing a portion of West Spruce Street for an outdoor concert and dance. Council member Spaans made the motion to approve the closing of West Spruce Street for the evening of Saturday July 24, 2010.
