Special Meeting

August 28, 2006

The Beresford City Council held a special meeting in the City Library Community Room on August 28, 2006, at 6:30 p.m. to work on the 2007 budget.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Rich Spaans, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert, Pete Womack, Dan Cotton.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer.

Absent: none.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors:

Community Education Presentation: At this time Brent Palmer presented information regarding the Beresford Community Education program.  Also present representing Com Ed were Kevin Nelson, Deb Bergland, and Dale Nothdurft.  Brent stated that in the past Com Ed has been primarily funded by grants but that most of those grants no longer exist, and those that are available go to tribal and poverty stricken areas.  In addition, the grants don’t cover building maintenance, utilities, or instructors’ costs.  Community Education is asking the City to increase their subsidy to $30,000.00/year.  Kevin Nelson stated that when the school opt-out failed the funding for Com Ed was cut 50%.

The 2007 budget for the school is already set, they are looking for other ways to assist Com Ed in 2007.  At this time the Council will consider an increase for 2007 during the budget process, but would like to see more of a shared effort with the school in future years.  There is no question as to the importance of the Community Education program.

 New Business:
Budget Review: At this time the Council reviewed the proposed budget for 2007.  The health insurance numbers will not be available until November.  One other area that the Council wants to look at is labor costs at the police department, dispatch and water treatment plant.  There was also discussion on splitting the Park Superintendent’s wage between the park department and the golf course.
