Beresford City Council

July 18, 2005
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 18, 2005, at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Brent Palmer presiding, Dan Cotton, Wayne Akland, Chuck Von Eschen, Gary Lambert.

Members absent: Pete Womack.

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator; Kathy Moller, Finance Officer; Thomas Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda:  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Spaans, second by Akland, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting held on July 5, 2005, were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Cotton, motion carried.

Public Forum & Visitors: 

Roxy Johnson (Bert’s Lounge) – request to close street: Roxy Johnson addressed the council with a request to close the street just north of Bert’s Lounge from 12:00 noon – 6:00 p.m. for a dodge ball tournament on Saturday August 27th.  The only portion of the street to be closed is from the stop sign to her building.  Motion to close the street from 12:00 to 6:00 p.m. was approved on a motion by Spaans, second by Cotton, motion carried.  


Ms. Johnson also requested permission to have the live band perform outside that evening.  The band will be set up on the volleyball court area.  Approval was given for the band to play outside from 7:00 – 11:00 p.m. on a motion by Akland, second by Von Eschen, motion carried.

Unfinished Business:

Update on Bridges Golf Course – Request for Contract Extension:  Jerry Zeimetz gave the following update on the Golf Course construction: the irrigation is complete except for a few minor details, the well house is finished, the finish grade is on the fairway and roughs, sod around the greens, tee boxes, and bunkers is about 1/3 completed, the final grade on the greens is yet to be done, and cart paths were installed.  The final grading will be done in the next two weeks and seeding is expected to be done by August 15th.  

The housing development was projected to be done 7/15/05 but has been delayed by all the rain in June.  The water mains are being installed now and should be finished this week.  It is estimated that the housing development cul de sacs will be completed by mid-August. 

Jerry is expecting a contract extension request from Wyss Architects for an extension to August 30th, but it hasn’t been received yet.

Continuation of bike/walking path along W. Maple Street:  A drawing was distributed of the plan to continue the bike path from 13th Street onto Maple Street and then onto the existing bike path in the park.  The new path would run along the south side of Maple Street and there would be a crosswalk that will adjoin that bike path to the bike path in the park.  There will also be a 3-way stop installed at the end of the “curve” that goes through the park.  That stop sign will be ahead of the crosswalk.

Brower Construction have given an estimate of $20,159.60 to do the grading, shaping, gravel and apply 3” of asphalt to the 8’ wide bike path.  Brower will already be in town with their equipment, but we will secure one more estimate.

The new driving range runs along the south side of the bike path but Evergreen Trees will be added to provide a natural buffer.

The sale of the street sweeper, plus the extra revenue received on special assessments that were not budgeted will be used for this expense.    

Joint Powers Agreement with the City of Brookings – option to purchase: Tom Frieberg contacted the City of Brookings and informed them that the Council would agree to extending the Joint Powers Agreement one year at a time, but that was not acceptable to them.  We should expect to receive a payment from them in early December.

New Business:

Step Pay Increase for Dave Steckelberg: A step pay increase for Dave Steckelberg, effective July 3, 2005, from $14.26 to $14.63 was approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Pay Request #4 on Bridges Golf Course Project: Pay request #4 in the amount of $163,470.54 to Duininck Brothers, Inc. was approved on a motion by Von Eschen, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Pay Request #10 on Community Safety Center: Pay request #10 (final) to James Steel Erection for $17,941.40, for the Community Safety Center was approved on a motion by Cotton, second by Akland, motion carried.  Jerry reported that the problems with the doors seems to have been resolved.

Consider Ordinance 05-2005: The first reading of Ordinance 05-2005 is an Ordinance to Amend Ordinance 2003-03 – An Ordinance Imposing a Municipal Sales and Service Tax and a Use Tax for the City of Beresford.

Discussion and Information Items:

Donation of Pool Slide from First Federal Bank: The City Council would like to thank First Federal for the gift of a slide for the City Pool.  The slide arrived last week and has been a big hit with the kids.  Mayor Palmer stated, “This is a great gift to the City – it was much needed.”

Sales Tax Update:

Jerry reported that the City has received $11,492.00 in revenue from the 3rd penny sales tax through June 18, 

2005.  He stated that we need to keep in mind that the 3rd penny collected to date is for January through mid-April, as collections run 6-8 weeks behind.    

Letter from Union County Public Works – 2005 DOJ Grant Fund Distribution: There will be a meeting on July 20th to distribute Dept. of Justice Grant Funds.  The Beresford Fire Department is planning to use the $15,000.00 to purchase breathing apparatus.

Cancellation of water & irrigation rights for well: The water rights we had to use the shallow well to irrigate the existing golf course have been terminated and we will be capping the well.  As part of the agreement to secure water rights for the new course it was determined that this well will no longer be needed.

There is a possibility that we can tie this in with the new course, or else pipe it over to use at the football field.  We will look at this to see if it is possible.

13th Street Bike Path: Mayor Palmer has received a few complaints about the safety of the 13th Street bike path because of the amount of cars driving in the bike path believing it to be a turning lane.  Jerry will look into this to see what can be done to prevent this from happening.  

It has also been requested that possibly once a week the City sweep the bike path to clear out gravel and other debris, especially around the construction areas on the south end of 13th St. Jerry will talk to Dan Andre about the Street Department adding this area to their weekly sweeping route.

Ball field Restrooms: Mayor Palmer stated that a group of parents have volunteered to build a 20’ x 24’ building at the Grace V. Nelson Memorial Field to be used as a concession stand/restroom/storage facility.  
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Mike Huth will head up the group.  The City will pour the cement and do the plumbing.  A budget of $40,000 was established for this but the group feels it can be done for half that.

Bridges Meeting: The Bridges Advisory Group will meet with the Beresford Country Club Board next week to discuss how the golf course will be run in the future.
Approval of Travel Requests: A motion was made by Von Eschen, second by Cotton, to approve the following travel requests.  Motion carried.
