RESOLUTION TERMINATING BERESFORD TAX INCREMENT DISTRICT NO. 2


WHEREAS, the City Council for the City of Beresford did create Beresford Tax Increment District No. 2 on July 3, 2000 by adopting Resolution No. 2000-22; and


WHEREAS, Beresford Tax Increment District No. 2 contained the real property legally described as follows, to-wit:

Slumberland Tract One in the North Half of the Southeast Quarter (N1/2 SE1/4) of Section Six (6), Township Ninety Five North (95N), Range Fifty West (50W) of the 5th P.M., City of Beresford, Union County, South Dakota, according to the recorded plat thereof; and


WHEREAS, all project costs, grants and tax increments and bonds for the district have been paid in full.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City of Beresford, South Dakota that Beresford Tax Increment District No. 2 is hereby terminated as provided for in SDCL 11-9-46.
