Beresford City Council

April 6, 2015
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 6, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the March 16, 2015 Council Minutes seconded by Sveeggen. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Jerry Voss – Beresford Lions Club: Jerry Voss was not in attendance. He was just here to update the Mayor and Council.
Dept. Head Reports

Jay Nordquist – Electric Dept. – replacement of small bucket truck: Nordquist requested approval to order a new bucket truck to replace the 2003 Ford F-550 bucket truck with Altec boom. The new truck has outriggers and material handler. We have $108,000 included in the 2015 budget, if ordered now the truck won’t be ready until January 2016; the balance would be included in the new budget. Nordquist suggested either trading the old bucket truck depending on the amount offered, or declare it surplus and sell it outright. Dahlin authorized the purchase, seconded by Schott to purchase a 2015 Ford F-550 truck with a 40 ft. Altec material handler for the approximate cost of $145,640.00 off of the National Joint Purchasing Agency (NJPA) bid. All present Council Member voted aye, motion carried.  
There is a scheduled power outage for April 6th at 11:30 p.m. to switch to the WAPA substation in order to do maintenance on the transformers in the Beresford substation. April 13th at 11:30 p.m. there will be another scheduled power outage to switch it back.

Nordquist stated that with the Highway 46 construction, he has 38-40 fiberglass, steel and aluminum street light poles. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to declare the steel light poles from Hwy. 46 surplus and to sell for $15.00 ea. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Hire seasonal help for swimming pool, parks and outside at Bridges Golf Course: Golf/Park/Pool Superintendent Kelly Knutson gave an update on what will be happening in the City Parks, ball fields and golf course this spring and summer. Knutson presented a handout to the Council with a list of prospective 2015 seasonal employees and their wage. He stressed the need for additional pool staff. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to hire the 2015 prospective employees as listed and any additional new lifeguards to start at $8.50/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Beresford PRCE draw down request: Beresford Community Education Director, Brent Palmer submitted a letter and financial report, requesting a drawdown of $30,000, the full amount of the 2015 subsidy. Lambert made the motion to approve, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Summer hire for Street/Water/Sewer Dept.: Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve hiring Patrick Hybertson at $9.00/hr. for summer help in the Street/Water/Sewer Dept. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Authorize advertising for p/t cleaning position at City Hall: Erickson authorized to advertise for a p/t cleaning position at City Hall, Schott seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
