The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 18, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Dept. Head Reports
Jay Nordquist – Electric Supt.: Nordquist dispersed a handout from Altec Capital with financing options for a new bucket truck. Financing locally was discussed. The bid for the truck is good for 45 days. The consensus of the Council was to table a decision to compile more financing details. 

Motion by Schott, seconded by Sveeggen to approve hiring Wayne Akland part time at $12.00/hr. to mow for the Electric Dept. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Kathy Moller – Finance Officer: Moller discussed two matured certificate of deposits. She redeemed the Video Lottery CD and placed the funds in the Video Lottery savings account. The Water CD was renewed for 12 months. Moller also reinvested the Reserve Account for Refunding Certificates of Participation, Series 2013 by investing in a US Treasury Bond for 2 years and 8 months with a coupon rate of at 1.25%.   
Moller stated that Office System Company would be delivering a new printer/copier/scanner/fax on Tuesday April 19, 2016 for City Hall. Motion by Cain, seconded by Schott to buy out the Toshiba 2830C printer lease for $1,233.81 and transfer the printer to the Electric Dept. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
