The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 6, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Jason Muellenberg, Art Schott, and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Schott, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Minutes: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Cain to approve the May 16, 2016 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Dustin Degen – Bright Beginnings Daycare: Bright Beginnings Daycare board member Dustin Degen addressed the Council regarding a subsidy to help off-set costs for the daycare. Council instructed Mr. Degen to complete the required paperwork and submit a financial statement at the August 1, 2016 Council Meeting when 2017 subsidies are discussed.
Mike McBride – Eagle Park Project: Troop #11 Assistant Scout Leader Mike McBride gave Council an update on the park project. McBride showed pictures of the park and a sign design that he is working on with the School FFA program. Council discussed naming the park and assigning an address. The address request will be sent to the Planning & Zoning Commission for an address assignment. Motion by Cain, seconded by Schott to name the park Eagle Park. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Jay Nordquist – Relay for Life – request to close streets during event: Representing Relay for Life, Jay Nordquist requested to close streets for the event.
