July 5, 2016
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 5, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott, and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Jason Muellenberg.
Adopt Agenda: The agenda was adopted on a motion by Erickson, second by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Minutes: A motion was made by Dahlin to adopt the June 20, 2016 minutes, second by Cain, motion carried.  
Public Hearing:
Alcoholic Beverage License Site Location Transfer Hearing – Bertz Sports Bar & Grill:  A public hearing was held regarding the alcoholic beverage license location transfer for Bertz Sports Bar & Grill. The Finance Officer has the appropriate forms and fees from Carla Zeimetz and there have been no comments or questions pertaining to the transfer. A motion approving the license location transfer was made by Schott, second by Erickson, with all voting in favor of the motion. 
Public Forum & Visitors: 
Phillip Nelson – Midwest SPL – Mr. Nelson was present to request the use of the Beresford Saddle Club to hold a car stereo event. The event would be in a contest format with a lot of noise for several hours. There will be an event coordinator and judging of the decibels and quality of sound. Currently there are approximately 25 vendors interested in competing. If approved, the date of the event is yet to be determined. There is no fire danger. The consensus of the Council was to approve the event providing Mr. Nelson provides a current Proof of Liability Insurance Certificate and the appropriate number of portable toilets are placed on site. 
Committee/Mayor Reports: 
Finance & Utility Committee: Erickson stated their committee would like to discuss a Lead Clerk position during the next council meeting; this will be included on the July 18, 2016 agenda under Discussion & Information Items and in executive session. 
New Business: 

Declare 1995 Ford F-150 Street Dept. Pickup Surplus:  A motion was made by Erickson declaring the 1995 Ford F-150 Pickup surplus and setting the minimum acceptable bid at $450. Bids will be opened and read aloud at the August 1, 2016 council meeting. 
Mosquito Control Grant Award:  Mayor Fedderson was authorized to sign the Mosquito Control Grant for $2,250 on a motion by Sveeggen, second by Schott, motion carried. 
Request to close a portion of W. Spruce St., for Jerry’s Chevrolet Corvette Days July 13:  Jerry Barr would like to close W. Spruce St. from the East edge of his property to the corner of 16th St. from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. during his Corvette Day celebration; they are expecting approximately 500 people. Erickson made the motion to approve the request to close the street, second by Cain with all voting in favor of the motion. 
New Swimming Pool Addendum #1, change bid opening date:  The bid opening date was changed from July 15, 2016 to August 1, 2016 to allow more time for the bidding process. Addendum #1 was approved on a motion by Schott, second by Erickson, motion carried. Re-advertising will begin this week. 
Wage for Mark Bidne – Part-time seasonal help at Golf Course:  Bidne should have been approved for his second season at $9.25 per hour but was mistakenly hired at $9.00, Schott made the motion approving the wage correction to $9.25 per hour and back pay of $22.88. The motion was seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.
