Don Young – Holiday Fireworks: Representing a number of concerned Beresford residents, Don Young spoke regarding the current fireworks ordinance, safety concerns and recommendations. Mayor Fedderson and Council stated that they would look at the ordinance and thanked them for their time.

Jay Nordquist – Electric Dept.

· Full-time Journeyman Lineman Position: Nordquist reported that there were 3 applicants for the journeyman lineman position. He interviewed one and made a recommendation to Council. Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to hire Mike Antonson full time for the Journeyman Lineman position at $29.74/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
· Appointment to Lead Lineman Position: Nordquist requested a Lead Journeyman appointment. Motion by Sveeggen, seconded by Schott to appoint Joe Knutson as the Lead Journeyman Lineman. Sveeggen amended the original motion to include a pay increase to $32.71/hr. seconded by Schott. All present Council Member voted aye, motion carried.

Mayor Fedderson asked the Public Safety Committee consisting of Dahlin, Sveeggen and Cain to meet with Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix and report back at the next Council meeting.

New Beresford Area Community Pool Project – Pre bid meeting held: Zeimetz reported on the Swimming Pool Pre-bid meeting that was held Wednesday July 13th. Two general contractors were present and four prime contractors have taken plans out for review. The bid opening will be July 27th.

Request to close portion of S. 2nd St. between Birch and Maple on August 27: Motion by Sveeggen, seconded by Schott to close the 400 block of S. 2nd St. between Birch and Maple all day, Saturday August 27th for a block party. All present Council Members vote aye, motion carried. 
Change Order #1 North Industrial Park Road Improvement Project: A request to add a 10-inch gate valve and box was made. Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to approve change order #1 North Industrial Park Road Improvement project in the amount of $2,465.17. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Pay Request #1 North Industrial Park Road Improvement Project: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Sveeggen to approve pay request #1 North Industrial Park Road Improvement project in the amount of $139,672.46. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Zeimetz noted that the city will be reimbursed a portion of this through a grant.
Step Pay Increase – Police Officer Nick Fahlberg: Police Chief Christensen noted that Police Officer Nick Fahlberg is doing a great job and recommended his final step pay increase. Motion by Schott, seconded by Muellenberg to approve Police Officer Nick Fahlberg’s step pay increase from $19.83/hr. to $20.37/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Part Time Hire – Beresford Municipal Liquor Store: Motion by Schott, seconded by Dahlin to approve hiring Alysa Hustrulid and Matt Vostad part time at $8.55/hr. for the Liquor Store. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Block 1 BEDCO First Addition: The Planning & Zoning Commission has accepted the BEDCO First Addition plat and sent to Council for final approval. Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson to approve Resolution 2016-05. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
