The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 1, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Jason Muellenberg, Art Schott, and Teresa Sveeggen.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Minutes: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the July 18, 2016 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Municipal Subsidy 2017 Budget Requests: Mayor and Council asked that the organizations requesting a 2017 subsidy attend the meeting so that they could explain their need for the subsidy along with answering any question’s the Council may have. Mayor Fedderson and Council thanked everyone for attending and for their community involvement. 

Community/Mayor Reports

Tom Erickson – Lewis & Clark Regional Water update: Erickson gave a Lewis & Clark Regional Water update. He noted that water rates will not be increased in 2017. The consensus of the Council was to recommend the ARCA agreement be changed in order to repair lime pits at the Lewis & Clark water treatment plant along Hwy 19 in Vermillion.

Review Bids for new Beresford Community Swimming Pool: Zeimetz reviewed the Swimming Pool bids with the Council.  The bid was made up of two separate contracts. Contract #1 is for Pool and General Construction and Contract #2 for Pool Mechanical Construction.

The low bidder is Swift Contractors Inc. for contract 1 in the amount of $1,984,000 and Mechanical Inc., is the low bidder for contract 2 in the amount of $825,000.  Total combined bid with no alternates is $2,809,000.    

The original engineers estimate for the pool was $2,410,000.

Because the bid for the pool exceeded the engineers final estimated project cost the City may negotiate with the low bidders for the construction of the pool at the most advantageous price to the City.  (SDCL 5-18B-5)

On a motion by Dahlin, second by Schott, city staff is directed to work with Burbach Aquatics and each of the low bidders to negotiate the most advantageous price for the City.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Attorney Frieberg suggested tabling a decision on the bids to allow time to negotiate. Council agreed and will have 30 days to make a decision. 

Accept resignation from Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission: HRC member Geoff Fillingsness submitted a letter of resignation. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to accept Fillingsness’ resignation. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Mayor and Council thanked Fillingsness for his service.
New Business

Beresford Cablevision – Annual Meeting: At 8:27 pm the Council recessed to meet as the Beresford Cablevision, Inc. board.

At 8:52 p.m. Council reconvened to regular session.
Step Pay Increase – Austin Hansen – Beresford Municipal Telephone: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to approve Beresford Municipal Telephone Central Office Tech Austin Hansen a step pay increase from $27.12/hr. to $27.85/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Open Bids for 1995 Ford F-150 Pickup: Zeimetz opened the two bids received for the 1995 Ford F-150 pickup. Motion by Dahlin seconded by Cain to accept the high bid of $457.00 for the 1995 Ford F-150 pickup from Geoff Fillingsness. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Rubble Site Fees for Southeast Farmers Coop Elevator: Zeimetz presented a request from Southeast Farmers Coop Elevator. The consensus of the Council was to leave the Rubble Site rates as they are and an adjustment will not be made.

Lead Clerk Position: The Finance Committee consisting of Cain, Erickson and Sveeggen met with Finance Officer Moller and Elaine Johnson on Thursday July 28th. The Committee is recommending a new Lead Clerk Position for City Hall. The job description will be presented to Council at the August 15th Council meeting.
Budget meeting with Department Heads: Zeimetz asked Council if they would like to meet with the Department Heads to review the budget. Council did not feel that it was necessary. Finance Officer Moller, will send out the budget numbers to Council as soon as she finishes entering the information she has gotten from the department heads.
