Review Bids on 1995 Case 580 Super L Backhoe/Loader: Zeimetz stated that one bid was received. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott to accept the bid from Jeff Heidebrecht for $13,510.51. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Update on FEMA Storm Shelter/Bathhouse: Zeimetz updated Council on the FEMA Storm Shelter/Bathhouse. Destruction has started and only the exterior walls will need to come down. There will not be any additional costs to the City and the contractor is confident in meeting the construction deadline.  
Danielson Property Utility Services: Zeimetz reviewed the proposed sewer service and probable construction costs document from Banner Engineering. After discussing, the consensus of the Council was to pursue a cost recovery agreement with Danielson’s that will be recorded with the county. Attorney Frieberg will prepare the document for Council approval.
