RESOLUTION NO. 2015-07

 A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A FORMULA FOR 

COST RECOVERY OF SANITARY SEWER EXTENSION

WHEREAS the City of Beresford has been requested to extend sanitary sewer service to certain property owned by American Made Cleaners, Inc.; and 
WHEREAS the City of Beresford has agreed to extend such service; and 

WHEREAS the City of Beresford is desirous of establishing sewer utility rates and charges for recovery of capital costs in accordance with SDCL 9-48-32.1; and 

WHEREAS the costs to be covered pursuant to this resolution are separate from any other costs associated with connections to the Beresford sanitary sewer system and are only the costs associated with extension of the sanitary sewer service to the property line of the property owned by American Made Cleaners, Inc.; and 

WHEREAS the City of Beresford has agreed to extend the sanitary sewer service at an estimated cost of $16,244.00; now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

1. American Made Cleaners, Inc. would be owners of certain real property located in Lincoln County, South Dakota and legally described as follows, to wit:

Great Plains Supply Co. Tract No. 1B in the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (SW1/4SW1/4) of Section Thirty-three (33), Township Ninety-six (96), Range Fifty (50), City of Beresford, South Dakota, and any and all interest in and to any real estate located between Tract No. 1B and Highway 77 on the West and Highway 46 on the South.  

2. The above described property consists of 7.3952 acres. 

3. When American Made Cleaners, Inc. or any assignee, transferee or successor owner in and to the above described property, or any portion thereof, requests sanitary sewer service and connects to the City of Beresford sanitary sewer system, the actual costs thereof shall be payable from the property owner seeking access at the estimated rate of $2,196.56 per acre or portion thereof as determined by the parcel to be platted if the connection is not to serve the entire tract identified hereinabove. 

4. A copy of this resolution shall be recorded with the Lincoln County Register of Deeds so as to put the public on notice so the costs associated with extending the sanitary sewer service and the charges to be paid to the City of Beresford upon connection thereto by American Made Cleaners, Inc. or any successors in interest in and to the above described property or a portion thereof.
