The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on October 17, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Minutes: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Cain to approve the October 3, 2016 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Forum & Visitors

Phil Peterson – BEDCO – Ash Creek Housing Project update: Zeimetz dispersed a handout explaining the expenses and revenues of the BEDCO Ash Creek Housing Project thru Oct. 17, 2016. Phil Peterson discussed the completion of the project with Council. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to allow the proceeds from the sale of Lots 6 and 8 of Block 1, Bridges 2nd Add. Tract No. 1A in the amount of $64,564.88 be used to finish Phase II & III of the Ash Creek Project. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Loren Fischer – Loren Fischer Disposal & Jeff Olson – Ace Hardware: Loren Fischer Disposal will be replacing their garbage truck with an automated truck around the first of the year. He is requesting residents to voluntarily change their garbage receptacles to the ones he rents or purchase a compatible one available at Olson’s Ace Hardware and then make it mandatory in 2017. Jeff Olson from Olson’s Ace Hardware brought in three garbage receptacle examples that can be purchased and work with the automated garbage truck. Motion by Sveeggen seconded by Dahlin to require all Beresford resident’s to either purchase or rent a compatible garbage receptacle by January 1, 2017. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.    
Dept. Head Reports

Kelly Knutson – Golf Course Supt. – Request to purchase new equipment off State Bid: Golf Course Supt. Kelly Knutson updated Council on the current conditions of the rough mower, fairway mower and the sandpro. All this equipment was purchased during the grow period of the golf course and is now over 10 years old. The costs to maintain this equipment continues to increase and Knutson is looking to replace each of those in 2017. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Muellenberg to purchase a Reelmaster 355D, Goundmaster 4000 and Sandpro 3050 from the Toro Company off the state bid (WSCA/Naspo contract #E194-1485) for a total cost of $127,242.00 and finance the purchase over a period of 5 years at an annual cost of $27,126.51. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. The equipment will arrive early spring. A detailed bid sheet is available at City Hall.
