Beresford City Council

January 3, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday January 3, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Doeden, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 19, 2011 seconded by Schott, motion carried. Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the special meeting held on December 28, 2011 seconded by Lambert, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors
Dennis Weeldryer – Lincoln Co. Commission: Lincoln County Commissioners, Dennis Weeldryer and Dave Gillespie introduced three options for redistricting Lincoln County. The hearing will be held January 24, 2012 at the County Courthouse in Canton.
Dougherty and Co. – Bond Refunding: Representing Dougherty and Company was Tom Grimmond and Woody Woodsend. They reviewed with the Council the numbers from the summary report distributed earlier and explained the process to refinance the bonds. Council thanked Tom and Woody for their time.

D.A. Davidson & Co. – Bond Refunding: Representing D.A. Davison & Co. was Jerry Spethman Jr. and Darwin Reider. They discussed an updated proposal. Council had some questions for them. Council thanked Jerry and Darwin for their time. 

Zeimetz put together a spreadsheet to compare the two proposals. Council discussed both companies. Erickson made the motion to retain D.A. Davidson & Co. per the terms of their contract dated January 3, 2012 as underwriter for refunding the City of Beresford’s: (a) Series 2007 General Obligation Bonds dated May 1, 2007, so long as the City can attain gross savings (after delivery date expenses) of not less than $147,000.00; (b) Series 2004 Certificates of Participation dated July 15, 2004, so long as the City can attain gross savings (after delivery date expenses) of not less than $273,000.00; and (c) Series 2003 Certificate of Participation dated May 1, 2003, so long as the City can attain gross savings (after delivery date expenses) of not less than $173,000.00. Dahlin seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Committee/Mayor Reports
Thank-you: Mayor Fedderson read a Thank-you card to the Council from the Thanksgiving Community Committee for use of the Bridges at Beresford Event Center. 
Old Business
Gerald Dahlin – Water Treatment Plant: Dahlin updated the Council on the issues with the lime feeder at the water treatment plant. Both the Street and Electric Departments have been working on the problems and trying to stay on top of it. 
Mower Tractor: Zeimetz advised the Council that the 15 foot mower for the tractor that would be provided at the same rate as the state pays, has no guarantee of availability from year to year.  The mower for that tractor off state bid is around $18,000.  The tractors that the city has now are not big enough to run that size mower.  Without a guarantee of a tractor off state bid in 2013, it was decided to not pursue the purchase of the 15 foot mower.  
New Business
Declare legal newspaper and official depositories for 2012: A motion was made by Dahlin, second by Schott, to declare the Beresford Republic as the legal newspaper for the City of Beresford for 2012. All council members present voted aye, motion carried. A motion was made by Lambert, second by Schott to declare First Savings Bank, Bank 360, Wells Fargo and SD Public Funds Investment Trust as the 2012 depositories of City funds. All Council members present voted aye, motion carried.
Set Election Date for 2nd Tuesday in April: Moller advised the Council on election requirements for 2012. Doeden made the motion to set April 10, 2012 for the election date, Kaltenbach seconded. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Code Enforcement Officer Geoff Fillingsness – Tree Trimming: Fillingsness updated the Council on the current tree trimming process. It was noted that an ad will be placed on local cable channel 8 and in the Beresford Republic asking residents to trim their trees for street clearance to a height of 14 feet. Schott made the motion to hire Don Christensen for $1,500.00 to trim trees along the streets and an additional $500.00 to trim the trees along Highway 46; this is called a 4-year cut, trimming street side only. Dahlin seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Wage Adjustment for Bill Sebern per previous council motion: Zeimetz noted that a motion was made at the July 18, 2011 Council Meeting approving Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent Bill Sebern an increase to $27.11 on January 1, 2012. 

Set Hearing Date for 1 day malt beverage license for Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept.: The Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. is requesting a 1-day malt beverage license for January 28, 2012. Lambert made the motion to authorize advertising for a hearing to be held at the City Council meeting on January 17, 2012 at 7:30 p.m., Doeden seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information Items
Beresford Cablevision – Local Television Station Fees: Attorney Frieberg updated the Council on the agreement reached with all of the current channels on the cablevision lineup for the next 3 years. 
2011 Building Permits Issued: Zeimetz advised the Council on the 89 building permits issued in 2011 for a total value of $1,965,411.00. 76 permits were issued in Union County, 13 permits issued in Lincoln County, 3 permits were for new homes and 2 houses were demolished.
Next Council Meeting: At the December 19, 2011 Council Meeting it was decided to hold Council on the Martin Luther King Holiday, January 16, 2012. Due to conflict with advertisements for bids, the meeting will be held Tuesday January 17, 2012.
