January 6, 2014
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 6, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, seconded by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the December 16, 2013 meeting were approved on a motion by Dahlin, seconded by Lambert, motion carried. Minutes from the December 30, 2013 special meeting were approved on a motion by Doeden, seconded by Schott, motion carried.
Public Hearing

1 Day Temporary Malt Beverage License for Jan. 25 for Beresford Vol. Fire Dept. Fundraiser: Moller stated that the application and fee have been submitted and no objections have been made. Erickson made the motion to approve the temporary one-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. located at 301 N 10th St. for January 25, 2014. Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Dept. Head Reports
Beresford Municipal Telephone Company: Lambert spoke on behalf of the Finance & Utility Committee consisting of himself, Dahlin and Williams. The committee met with Telephone Manager Todd Hansen prior to the Council Meeting to discuss items that Hansen is working on along with looking at long term goals. 
Old Business

Second Reading and Adoption Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2013-4: The second reading of Ordinance 2013-04 was read and adopted on a motion by Williams, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Part time employee benefits Policy: The Policy & Procedure Committee consisting of Lambert, Doeden and Erickson met. Doeden stated that they struggled with the definition of a full time employee and part time employee. Erickson asked for the Councils guidance. Doeden explained different options that they discussed and stated that this policy should be for all City employees not just a certain department. Erickson read a statement from the Fair Labor Standards Act stating that the employer determines the full time or part time definition. Mayor Fedderson suggested waiting for Attorney Frieberg to return from vacation, to make sure the policy is written correctly. The committee will meet again to put together a few recommendations for the next Council Meeting.     

New Business
Declare legal newspaper and official depositories for 2014: A motion was made by Williams, seconded by Schott, to declare the Beresford Republic as the legal newspaper for the City of Beresford for 2014 and to declare First Savings Bank, First Dakota National Bank, First National Bank in Sioux Falls, and SD Public Funds Investment Trust as the 2014 depositories of City funds. All Council members present voted aye, motion carried
Set election date for 2nd Tuesday in April: Erickson made the motion to set April 8, 2014 for the election date, Dahlin seconded. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Scheduled Wage Increase for Police Officer Nick Fahlberg: Police Officer Nick Fahlberg qualifies for his next step increase. Police Chief Larry Christensen stated that he is doing a great job. Schott made the motion to increase Nick Fahlberg’s wage from $15.30/hr. to $15.75/hr. Dahlin seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  
Sioux Falls Area Humane Society annual contract: Council discussed the Animal Control Services and Impoundment Facility Operations Agreement with the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the agreement with the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Electric Rate Review – Resolution 2014-1: The Finance & Utility Committee consisting of Dahlin, Lambert and Williams were asked to meet with Moller and Zeimetz to discuss current electric rates. Missouri River Energy informed the City of their 5.24% increase. The Committee will meet on the morning of January 13, 2014 and report back at the next Council Meeting. 
P/T Cleaning hire at Event Center / Clubhouse: Zeimetz informed Council that the Event Center part-time cleaning employee Jan Antonson has submitted his resignation. Dave Nelson is still willing to substitute clean when needed. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott to hire Jeff Cordell part time to clean the Event Center at $10.00/hour. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Update on Safe Room / Bathhouse Project: Zeimetz gave an update on the status of the Safe Room / Bathhouse project scheduled to begin construction spring 2014. Burbach Aquatics is working on the plans and is looking to have a review meeting sometime in late January 2014, early February 2014.  
2013 Building Permits Issued: Zeimetz reviewed with Council the 2013 Building Permits issued. There were a total of 64 permits taken out in 2013, 61 permits for Union County and 3 for Lincoln County. 5 of the permits were for new homes, and 4 homes were removed. The total value for 2013 was $2,158,988.00.  
City Christmas Party – January 11 at Bridges: Mayor and Council was reminded of the Christmas Party January 11, 2014 with a social hour starting at 6pm and 7pm dinner.
