Beresford City Council

January 7, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 7, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 17, 2012 motion carried. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Lambert to approve the special meeting minutes from the meeting held on December 27, 2012 motion carried.
Committee/Mayor Reports: Mayor Fedderson reminded the Public Safety & Energy Committee of his request for an update at the next Council Meeting to be held on January 22, 2013.
Public Forum and Visitors

Tarz Mullinix – Update on E911: Mullinix reported that the permanent switch to Union County Dispatch was completed on January 3, 2013. He updated the Council on submitting paperwork to notify SD911 and to Qwest to disconnect the E911 telephone lines. He also discussed the possibility of selling the equipment to Union County Dispatch. Mullinix requested to have a final review with the Council at the end of January. Council thanked Mullinix for doing a great job. 
Old Business

Review 2013 Enterprise Funds Budgets: Moller dispersed and explained a revised expenditure budget worksheet and revenue guideline report. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Doeden to withhold the $75,000 budgeted for the boring machine from the Electric and Telephone Departments, but to add $20,000 to each department for possible repairs. Council discussed the options of contracting out the work, leasing the machine, depreciation and the costs to repair the existing machine. Erickson called the question, seconded by Lambert. All present Council Members voted aye. Council voted on Dahlin’s motion. Doeden and Dahlin voted for the motion, Schott, Erickson, Williams and Lambert voted against the motion. Motion failed. Doeden made a request for next year’s budget planning to see the projected revenue first. Moller explained that this request is nearly impossible because with municipalities, the general fund accounts don’t make money and the enterprise funds generate revenue to supplement the budget. Lambert made the motion to approve the 2013 Enterprise Funds Budget, seconded by Schott. Doeden and Dahlin voted against the motion, Schott, Erickson, Williams, and Lambert voted for the motion. Motion passed.   
Second Reading and Adoption Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2012-02: The second reading of Ordinance 2012-02 was read and adopted on a motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Declare legal newspaper and official depositories for 2013: A motion was made by Erickson, second by Schott, to declare the Beresford Republic as the legal newspaper for the City of Beresford for 2013 and to declare First Savings Bank, First National Bank in Sioux Falls, First Dakota Bank, and SD Public Funds Investment Trust as the 2013 depositories of City funds. All Council members present voted aye, motion carried
Set election date for 2nd Tuesday in April: Lambert made the motion to set April 9, 2013 for the election date, Erickson seconded. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Resolution 2013-1 Amends Water Rates and Approve a Surcharge: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to adopt Resolution 2013-1 to amend water rates and approve a surcharge. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Resolution 2013-4 Gives Approval to issuance and sale of revenue bonds to improve sewer main facilities: Doeden made the motion, seconded by Erickson to adopt Resolution 2013-4 giving approval to issue the sale of revenue bonds to improve the sewer main facilities. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Beresford Park Rec. & Community Education 2013 Subsidy Request: Beresford Community Education Director, Brent Palmer submitted a letter and financial report, requesting a drawdown of $30,000.00, the full amount of the 2013 subsidy. Doeden made the motion to approve, seconded by Williams. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Scheduled Wage Increase for Police Officer Nick Fahlberg: Police Officer Nick Fahlberg qualifies for his next step increase. Lambert made the motion to increase Nick Fahlberg’s wage from $13.98/hr. to $14.42/hr. effective January 16, 2013. Schott seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  
Set Hearing Date for 1 day malt beverage license for Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept.: The Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. is requesting a 1-day malt beverage license for Saturday January 26, 2013. Erickson made the motion to authorize advertising for a hearing to be held at the City Council meeting on January 22, 2013 at 7:30 p.m., Schott seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
