January 17, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday January 17, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Troy Doeden. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Kaltenbach made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 3, 2012 seconded by Erickson, motion carried.  
Public Hearings

1 Day Malt Beverage License for Jan. 28 for Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept.: Erickson made the motion to approve the temporary one-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. located at 301 N 10th St. for January 28, 2012. Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Public Forum and Visitors
Rachel Rasmussen – Brent & Tina Hepner: Representing Brent & Tina Hepner was Attorney Rachel Rasmussen. Attorney Ramussen discussed with the Council an accident in June 2010 involving Hepner’s daughters and the difficulty receiving the correct paperwork about the accident. Lambert made a motion to reimburse Hepner’s $2,500.00 for lack of following up on an accident report. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Dept. Head Reports

Bill Sebern – Street/Water/Sewer: Sebern updated the Council on the tractor that is available to the City on a 1-year contract at no cost. The contract is for 250 hours maximum. The City would be responsible for the insurance and maintenance. The Council agreed to go forward with securing a tractor. 

Sebern advised the Council that a mower for the tractor is available off state bid for $12,799.00 from Diesel Machinery Inc. The bid is good thru January 25, 2012. Lambert moved to purchase the tractor mower, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Sebern updated the Council on the lime feeder at the water treatment plant. A vibrator was installed along with a timer that goes off every 15 minutes. So, far it’s working great.  
Committee/Mayor Reports
Councilman Tom Erickson – update on Lewis & Clark Regional Water: Erickson notified the Council that Hull, Iowa is interested in purchasing any excess water that we may have. The Public Works committee was asked to determine an exact number the City needs. 
Ordinance Review Committee update: The ordinance review committee met on January 4, 2012. They noted that the committee continues to work on updating the ordinances. They will need to meet 3 to 4 more times and then will make a presentation to the Council.

The bid was rejected, since it was less than 90% of the set appraisal value of $5,500.00. The unit will now be advertised for sale at $4,950.00 or can be sold to another government agency.

After a review of all specifications Sebern recommended approving the low bid of Istate Truck Center of Sioux Falls. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Scott made a motion to approve purchasing a box for the 2013 Freightliner 114SD from Rowe Truck Equipment for $9,568.00. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Township Road – 471st Ave. North of SD Hwy 46: The City was contacted by the Brooklyn Township regarding the township road located north of Casey’s. After Council discussed, it was decided to attend the Township meeting and get with Tom McKee from Jet Service to come up with an agreement. 
Subsidy draw down request from Beresford Park, Recreation and Community Ed: Beresford Community Education Director, Brent Palmer submitted a letter and financial report, requesting a drawdown of $30,000.00, the full amount of the 2012 subsidy.
