BEDCO Members to appoint new director to the BEDCO Board: At 7:33 p.m. Council recessed for the Beresford Economic Development Corporation meeting. At 7:35 p.m. Council reconvened in regular session.
Mark Reinders – Mid-American Energy – Natural Gas Franchise Renewal: Representing Mid-American Energy was Mark Reinders. The 20 year contract between the City of Beresford and Mid-American Energy expires May 2014. Mr. Reinders reviewed with the Council a summary of the natural gas franchise. Council set the next Council meeting on February 3, 2014 as the public hearing date.  
Tarz Mullinix – Fire Report – Request for bids for new self-contained breathing apparatus: Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix presented to the Council the 2013 Incident Report and requested permission to request bids for new Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus’ (SCBA). Lambert made the motion to authorize Chief Mullinix to request bids for new SCBA’s and to stay within the $40,000 budgeted amount.
