January 22, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 22, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Troy Doeden.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Williams to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 7, 2013 motion carried. 
Public Hearing

1 Day Malt Beverage License for Jan. 26 for Beresford Vol. Fire Dept.: Moller stated that the application and fee have been submitted and no objections have been made. Erickson made the motion to approve the temporary one-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. located at 301 N 10th St. for January 26, 2013. Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Committee/Mayor Reports

Public Safety & Energy Committee: The Public Safety & Energy Committee consisting of Dahlin, Schott and Erickson met with Police Chief Christensen on January 18, 2013. Dahlin updated the Council on what was discussed at the meeting. 

· Christensen has created a form to keep track of needed repairs on equipment. 

· The State Legislative Bill regarding school staff armed with guns and Christensen’s conversation with school superintendent Fields.  
· 2 patrol car laptops with the Leads software were budgeted for 2013. This would allow the police officer to do the paperwork in their patrol car. 
· Christensen would like to add the Datamax software to the laptops. This would benefit the police officer by being able to enter in a license plate number or driver’s license without contacting dispatch. 
· The new digital speed sign has arrived but will need to be lettered before put to use.
· The gas cards program with the State was discussed. Erickson asked Zeimetz for a follow-up report at the February 4, 2013 Council Meeting.

· The teletype machine that was in the dispatch area has been moved into Christensen’s lockable office.

· Dispatch equipment to be declared surplus.

Mayor Fedderson asked the Finance & Utility Committee to meet and give a report at the February 19, 2013 Council Meeting.     
Public Forum and Visitors

Toby Brown – SECOG – Ordinance review chapters 9, 10, and 11: Brown reviewed the last 3 chapters of the Ordinance review process. Building Code Inspector Fillingsness questioned the adopted building code year. Frieberg will review that section of the Ordinance. Fillingsness dispersed a handout with proposed changes and modifications to consider for the Planning, Zoning and Building Regulation portion of the Ordinances. Brown will send Zeimetz a full draft next week for the Council to review. The entire project will be reviewed one last time at the February 19, 2013 Council Meeting. Erickson requested that Ordinance Review be added to the February 4, 2013 Council Meeting agenda.

The SD Department of Criminal Investigations along with the City of Beresford has invited everyone to attend the Meth Awareness Meeting to be held on January 24, 2013 at the Bridges Event Center.

New Business

Authorize advertising for purchase of new boring machine for telephone and electric dept.: Lambert made the motion to authorize advertising for the purchase of a new boring machine. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Agreement with Sioux Falls Area Humane Society: Council discussed the Animal Control Services and Impoundment Facility Operations Agreement with the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society. Mayor Fedderson brought up a part of the agreement that concerned him. Erickson made the motion to authorize the agreement with the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society with section 2, reworded in the agreement. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Declare Surplus Property – dispatch equipment: Dahlin made the motion to declare surplus the following: 2 Plantonic phones and speakers, 3 HP towers, keyboards, mouse, 2 HP monitors, 1 Dell monitor, 2 power supplies, and Rescue Star Unit. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Dahlin questioned the reason behind the quick removal of the dispatch equipment. Mayor Fedderson and Tarz Mullinix explained that the equipment went to the Union County Dispatch to be used as a third work station.     
Community Outreach for Youth and Family (COYF) subsidy draw down request: Moller stated the COYF submitted their required financial report. Lambert made the motion to approve the budgeted subsidy request from COYF in the amount of $5,000, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried
Beresford Safe Room/Bathhouse project – phase II and III agreement with Burbach Aquatics: Burbach Aquatics sent an agreement letter requesting to start phase II and III of the safe room/bathhouse project. Frieberg will add a comment in the letter that this is for the safe room/bathhouse project only. Erickson made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the agreement with the amendment to add safe room/bathhouse only to the letter. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Review appraised value of 1988 Luverne Pumper previously declared surplus: Fire Chief Mullinix addressed the Council regarding the1988 Luverne Pumper Fire Truck previously declared surplus in September 2011. It was appraised at $70,000. Mullinix questioned if the truck was worth it. There is nothing physically wrong with the truck other than its age. The Fire Department is currently keeping it maintained. Mullinix asked the Council what his next step should be, since the truck has been advertised statewide three times. The consensus of the Council was to advertise to the surrounding states.  
Transfer of Dispatch Consultant, Tarz Mullinix dispersed a handout with an update. Judy Oberg at Union County dispatch is very satisfied with the way things are going with the addition of Beresford traffic. The dispatch has doubled in operations, due to the Union County Commissioners increasing the manpower and the additional work station from the Beresford Dispatch. Mullinix commented that there is still one last item to take care of. The warning encoder needs to be installed at the fire station. This will enable the sirens to be set off in Beresford as well as from Elk Point. Two-Way Radio has engineered a plan with a projected cost of $1,170.89 for equipment and labor. No action taken.  
Discussion & Information items 
MRES – Municipal Power Advantage pilot project opportunity: Zeimetz informed the Council that MRES has selected Beresford for a Municipal Power Advantage pilot project. It’s a good service for the community. A variety of information comes out of the project. There is no cost to the City. Lambert made the motion to move ahead with the Municipal Power Advantage Pilot Project, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Legislative Days in Pierre: Zeimetz notified the Council that he and Mayor Fedderson will not be attending the Legislative Days in Pierre this year. Councilman Schott will represent the City; any other Council Members interested are asked to contact Moller.
