February 3, 2014
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on February 3, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Doeden, seconded by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the January 21, 2014 meeting were approved on a motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Old Business

Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy for City Employees: Mayor and Council were given a copy of the City of Elk Point’s drug and alcohol testing policy to review. Nordquist explained how the program works. Attorney Frieberg, Zeimetz, Moller and Nordquist are working on a policy for the City. Zeimetz stated that he will look into joining other pools as it is more cost effective. 
New Business
Beresford Community Education Subsidy Draw Down Request: Beresford Community Education Director, Brent Palmer submitted a letter and financial report, requesting a drawdown of $30,000., the full amount of the 2014 subsidy. Erickson made the motion to approve, seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Missouri River Energy Services (MRES) Electric Rate Study Proposal: MRES submitted a proposal to Beresford for a retail electric rate study. The rate study would cost $14,000.; MRES will pay for half of the cost of electric rate studies performed for its members. Lambert made the motion to authorize MRES to conduct an electric rate study at the cost of $7,000., Erickson seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information Items
Siouxland RSVP Program: Mayor Fedderson explained the Siouxland RSVP Hometown Hands program. A volunteer service designed to help economically disadvantaged families and individuals over the age of 60 that do not have family members that live close to help them in emergent situations. The program is looking for 30 volunteers from the area. 
State Drinking Water Application Loan Term: Zeimetz stated that the Department of Environment and Natural Resources received the sanitary/storm sewer facilities and drinking water facilities funding applications to replace the sanitary sewer pipe and water main beneath Highway 46 through the City. The City qualifies for a disadvantaged rate and term of 3 percent and 30 years. Williams made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize the 3 percent and 30 year loan. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Recreation Trails Program (RTP): Zeimetz presented a grant opportunity for a proposed recreational trail. The grant would provide partial reimbursement for approved trail projects. The application deadline is April 11, 2014.
