Beresford City Council

February 6, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday February 6, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.  

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 17, 2012 seconded by Kaltenbach, motion carried.  
Public Forum and Visitors
BEDCO – Scott Kruse, president: President of BEDCO, Scott Kruse addressed the Council requesting the City to deed 10 acres of land the City owns west of the model airplane field to BEDCO. They have a prospect interested in the ground for development purposes. Erickson made the motion to deed approximately 10 acres of land, subject to final plat approval, over to BEDCO, Schott seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Koty Short – Eastern Farmers Coop: Representing Eastern Farmers Coop was Koty Short. Koty gave a power point presentation on a time and cost saving process for bulk fuel. Koty suggested upgrading the Street Department’s fuel tank to a 1000 gallon tank, and explained the interest free loan program that is offered for the fuel tank. After discussing, the Council decided to table a decision in order to check EPA rules and get a quote to install a wall around the tank. Council thanked Koty for his presentation.     
Committee/Mayor Reports
Councilman Tom Erickson – update on Lewis & Clark Regional Water: Erickson stated that Lewis & Clark Rural Water is scheduled to connect into Beresford mid- June to July 2012. Erickson stressed the importance of reviewing the existing water system. He also encouraged the Water Dept. to look at all of the “low-flow” water meters for possible replacement. The City has hired the SD Association of Rural Water Systems to perform a leak detection review of existing water mains within the City. They will start later this spring.   
Ordinance Review Committee update: Zeimetz stated that the ordinance review committee met on February 2, 2012. They invited Chief of Police, Larry Christensen to sit in on the meeting. Zeimetz mentioned that they are utilizing state laws to help update the ordinances. Once all the ordinances are reviewed, it will be brought to Council for approval.    
New Business
Review Part-time wages: Council discussed the part-time employee’s wages for 2012. It was decided to table a decision until the February 27th Council Meeting in order to compare two options.   
2012 Street Sweeping Contract with SD DOT: Lambert made the motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the 2012 Street Sweeping Contract with the SDDOT for Hwy. 46. Doeden seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

P/T Hire for Liquor Store – Cleaning Person: Erickson made a motion to hire Kevin Voegeli part-time to clean the Liquor Store for $10.00/hour. Kaltenbach seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Animal Control Contract with Sioux Falls Humane Society: Dahlin made the motion to accept the agreement for animal control between the Sioux Falls Humane Society and the City. Erickson seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

MRES Policy Makers Workshops: The City was contacted by MRES to participate in a Policy Makers Workshop. Council discussed and decided to wait.
