The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on February 18, 2014 at 6:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Gary Lambert. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the February 3, 2014 meeting were approved on a motion by Williams, seconded by Dahlin, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

BEDCO and HRC Housing Presentation: Tom Frieberg gave a presentation explaining the history of BEDCO, HRC and Phase I of the Bridges Housing project. A recently completed housing study showed a need for additional lots for single and multi-family housing. There are only 7 remaining lots for sale in Phase I of the housing project. Frieberg explained Phase II of the housing project, where it would be located, number of lots available and the approximate cost of putting in the infrastructure. A variety of funding options were presented. BEDCO, HRC and the Finance Committee consisting of Lambert, Dahlin and Williams were asked to get together to discuss, get more details together and come back again to Council. 
Dept. Head Reports

Jay Nordquist – Electric Supt: Nordquist advised the Council that the trailer they are using to transport several large pieces of equipment no longer meets DOT standards. Nordquist received 3 quotes for a new trailer. The new trailer was not included in his 2014 budget; however he feels he can utilize funds he had budgeted for buildings and improvements to pay for a portion of the trailer, with the Telephone Dept. paying for the other half. Doeden authorized Nordquist to order a trailer from D & K Trailers at a cost of $13,390 with trade in of the old trailer and the cost be split between the Electric dept. and Telephone dept. Seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Review bids for Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA): One bid was received for the SCBA bids. Doeden made the motion, seconded by Schott to accept the bid from Allegiant Emergency Services for 8 SCBA units at a cost of $37,279.04. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy for City Employees: Zeimetz stated that he along with Moller and Frieberg continue to work on the alcohol and drug testing policy for the City employees. They will report back as soon as they have more information.

Review quotes for Library roof replacement: Geoff Fillingsness and Zeimetz reported on the quotes to replace the Library roof. Three quotes were received. The lowest was from H & R Roofing, with a 15 year guarantee. Erickson made the motion to accept the quote from H & R Roofing for $49,950. Doeden seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
