February 19, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on February 19, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Gary Lambert.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Doeden made the motion, seconded by Williams to approve the minutes from the meeting held on February 4, 2013 motion carried. 
Dept. Head Reports

Geoff Fillingsness – Building Inspector – Nuisance Houses: Building Inspector Fillingsness shared a booklet of pictures of nuisance properties. He explained the costs to clean up these properties. Council discussed options to fund the clean-up costs. It was suggested to add this expense in the 2014 budget. Council advised Fillingsness to continue the paperwork process to get the top 3 properties cleaned up.  
Jay Nordquist – Electric Dept. – Distributed Generation Workbook: Electric Superintendent Nordquist explained a request from a Beresford resident to install solar panels on a new construction home. Nordquist advised the Council to adopt the Generation Workbook put together by DGR and Missouri River as a guideline. The information will be compiled and brought to the March 4, 2013 Council Meeting for consideration. No action taken. 
Committee/Mayor Reports

Finance and Utility Committee: The Finance and Utility Committee consisting of Williams, Dahlin and Lambert met with Telephone Manager Hansen and Finance Officer Moller. They discussed what was happening in each of the offices, and long range goals.  
Series 2006 refunding bonds sold: Finance Officer Moller stated that the Preliminary Office Statement (POS) rates came in better than expected. The Series 2006 refunding bonds are currently for sale now.
Mayor Fedderson read thank-you notes to the Council for the Memorial flowers in memory of Mildred Evy Hogen, the City of Canton and John Hansen from the Lincoln County Transfer Station for conducting the Meth Awareness Training.

Review bids for Directional Boring Machine: Electric Superintendent Nordquist reviewed the two bids received for the directional boring machine. Authorize advertising for bids for asphalt treatment: Schott made the motion to authorize advertising for asphalt surface treatment bids. Erickson seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Authorize advertising for seasonal summer help: Williams made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize advertising for seasonal summer help. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
