Committee/Mayor Reports
Councilman Tom Erickson – update on Lewis & Clark Regional Water: Erickson updated the Council on the Lewis & Clark Rural Water System. The program has received an additional $5 million for construction. Street Superintendent Sebern continues to check all options for water loss and the high-flow water meters.      
Old Business
Double Wall Fuel Tanks: Jay Nordquist reviewed with the Council the cost to put a containment system around single walled fuel tanks and also the cost of purchasing a double walled fuel tank for bulk fuel purchases. Schott made the motion to purchase a double-wall skid tank and installation materials from Sioux Equipment for $3,833.00, seconded by Kaltenbach. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Series 2003, 2004 and 2007 Refunding bonds sold: Zeimetz informed the Council that the Series 2003, 2004 and 2007 bonds were sold on February 17, 2012. The interest rates were more favorable to the city then what was presented by D.A. Davidson in the January 2012 meeting. The total savings will be $56,100 annually. Zeimetz and the Council thanked Finance Officer Moller for quickly gathering the time consuming financial information needed to refund the bonds.
