Beresford City Council

March 5, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday March 5, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Teresa Kaltenbach. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Doeden, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on February 27, 2012 seconded by Doeden, motion carried.  
Public Forum and Visitors

Tom McKee and Darla Jacobs: Representing Jet Truck Service was Tom McKee and Darla Jacobs. They questioned the procedure for dispatch calling for a tow truck. In the past there was a 24 hour rotation between Jet Truck Service and Carlson’s Body Shop. Mckee suggested a one week rotation. City Administrator Zeimetz stated that he would look into the policy and speak with Fire Chief Mullinix and Police Chief Christensen.     
Dept. Head Reports
Kathy Moller – Finance Officer – investments: City Administrator Zeimetz dispersed the current Investment and Deposit Policy, and asked the Council if they still agreed with it. Finance Officer Moller and Zeimetz are looking at investments. Lambert encouraged them to go forward with looking into different options.   
Old Business
Building Inspector/Code Enforcement Officer wages: Zeimetz discussed his findings regarding calls made to surrounding communities on Building Inspector compensation. Council questioned Geoff Fillingsness on the number of hours he was putting in along with any unnecessary visits to job sites. Erickson made the motion to call the question, seconded by Lambert. Council Members Doeden, Erickson, Lambert and Schott voted aye, Dahlin nay. Council voted on the tabled motion by Lambert to pay the Building Inspector $750/month, seconded by Schott. Council Members Doeden, Erickson, Lambert and Schott voted aye, Dahlin nay. Motion carried.  

Council discussed different options and duties for the Code Enforcement position. Lambert made a motion to compensate Code Enforcement Officer, Geoff Fillingsness, $250/month effective March 1, 2012, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
New Business
Linco Properties, L.L.C. Property – resolution for annexation: Representing Linco Properties, LLC was Tom McKee and Darla Jacobs. They inquired on the size of the water line from the Gun Club west to Linco Properties. Council requested a copy of the building permit submitted to Lincoln County, along with the conditional use permit. Linco Properties will need to complete another building permit with the City of Beresford. 
Subsidy Draw-Down Request: Erickson made the motion to approve the budgeted subsidy request from Community Outreach for Youth and Family (COYF) in the amount of $5,000, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Paint South Dakota: Mayor Fedderson stated that he would contact COYF, to see if they are interested in painting another house this year.
Local Board of Equalization: Council was informed that on March 19, 2012 the Union County Local Board of Equalization will meet in Elk Point at the courthouse. F.O. Moller, Mayor Fedderson, and City Admn. Zeimetz will be attending the meeting and pick up the assessment role and forms.
