March 17, 2014
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 17, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, seconded by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the March 3, 2014 meeting were approved on a motion by Doeden, seconded by Erickson, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Local Board of Equalization Meets: At 7:33 p.m. Council recessed to meet as the 2014 Board of Equalization. Union County had one appeal and none from Lincoln County. At 7:37 p.m. Council reconvened in regular session.
Union County Commissioner Milt Ustad – E-911 Services: Union County Commissioner Milt Ustad explained the reasoning for an opt-out. Ustad stated that if the opt-out were to pass, everyone in Union County would pay equally for E-911 services. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Lambert to approve Mayor Fedderson to sign a letter of support of the Opt-out. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Street/Water/Sewer Employee – Jeff Heidebrecht: Jeff Heidebrecht requested unpaid time off to take care of his deceased Uncle’s affairs. Dahlin moved, seconded by Schott to approve unpaid leave from approximately March 26th – April 7th, 2014. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Old Business

Bridges Phase II Housing Development – BEDCO President Phil Peterson: Mr. Peterson presented a handout with a synopsis of BEDCO and BHRC’s request to the City. He reviewed BEDCO’s financial commitments with Phase II Housing plan approved. Dahlin noted that the committee has met and discussed, but would like to table a decision until precise numbers can be obtained. Mayor and Council thanked Mr. Peterson for his presentation.
Water request from South Lincoln Rural Water (SLRW): Council Member Tom Erickson met with Tom Rausch of SLRW. Mr. Rausch is looking for 200,000 gallons of treated water per day for a project underway in southern Lincoln County. The project owner would pay for everything from site to pump house. Erickson recommended proceeding with a 10-20 year commitment at $1.05/$1.15 per 1,000 gallons. The consensus of the Council was to continue communicating with SLRW regarding the project but look at a 10 year contract instead of 20.  
Second Reading Ordinance 2014-02 granting MidAmerican Energy Company a Natural Gas System Franchise to operate in the City of Beresford: Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to adopt Ordinance #2014-02 an Ordinance granting to MidAmerican Energy Company, it’s successors and assigns, the right and non-exclusive franchise to acquire, construct, erect, maintain and operate in the City of Beresford, SD, a natural gas system and to furnish and sell natural gas to the City and its inhabitants. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy for City Employees: Zeimetz reported that they are continuing to work on the policy and will bring more information to the next Council meeting.
Review bids for Asphalt Surface Treatment: The following bids were received for the City’s 2014 asphalt surface treatment. Erickson made the motion to approve the low bid from Topkote Inc. Schott seconded the motion. All present Council members voted aye, motion carried.

Longevity Pay for City Employees: Kathy Moller informed Council that the payroll audit found the longevity pay needs to be paid to employees differently. She explained different options on paying it. A decision was tabled so that more research could be done and that Attorney Frieberg could discuss with the Union.
