The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 4, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Public Hearing

Local Board of Equalization Meets: At 7:32 p.m. Council recessed to meet as the 2013 Board of Equalization Hearing. There were no appeals from Lincoln or Union County. At 7:33 p.m. the council reconvened in regular session.
Public Forum and Visitors
Beresford Baseball Association: Representing the Baseball Associations was Troy Doeden. The Association would like to starting hosting tournaments, however the condition of the fields is a concern. A 4 - 6 inch agri-lime base would allow water to drain very well acting like a sponge and would prevent games from being rained out. Golf Course Superintendent Kelly Knutson agreed with Doeden that the fields do need some work. Dahlin questioned if this goal is for the 2013 or 2014 season. Knutson noted that it’s not feasible to get it done for the 2013 season. It will take an entire year before the fields are in good playing condition. Doeden stressed the importance of keeping the fields in top condition. Knutson has scheduled a meeting with Jud Duininck and Keith Kropuenske for the 1st week in April to view the fields and get advice on what to do. Erickson suggested continuing this discussion during the April 15, 2013 Council Meeting in order for Knutson to have his meeting.
