March 19, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday March 19, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin amended the March 5, 2012 minutes to note that he had voted nay on the compensation for the Code Enforcement Position. Lambert made the motion to approve the amended minutes from the meeting held on March 5, 2012 seconded by Doeden, motion carried.
Public Hearings
Local Board of Equalization Meets: At 7:32p.m. Council recessed to meet as the 2012 Board of Equalization Hearing. There were no appeals from Lincoln or Union County. At 7:34 p.m. the council reconvened in regular session.
Dept. Head Reports
Mike Conklin – Bridges Golf Course: Conklin gave a brief overview of how the Bridges Golf Course & Event Center is doing. He passed out a flier explaining the season’s promotions for the Golf Course. Conklin expressed his concerns to fill the Assistant Manager position. Erickson made a motion to approve advertising for a full time assistant manager, seconded by Lambert. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Kathy Moller – Finance Office: Moller updated the Council on a few items. 

· The City will be receiving a refund of premium from SDML Work Comp Fund in the amount of $7,728.00 per the 2011 audit. .

·  Absentee ballots will be available for voters on March 26, 2012. 

· South Dakota Supplemental Retirement System (SDSRP) sent information regarding an option for cities to adopt an automatic enrollment feature. All new employees would be required to participate by contributing $25.00 per pay period. This is strictly an employee contribution, no matching funds from the city. The new employee would have 90 days to opt-out. Council agreed that they would let the new employee decide whether to participate or not.

· Moller dispersed an information only handout regarding the swimming pool.   
Committee/Mayor Reports:

Ordinance Review Committee Update: The Committee met on March 14, 2012. They discussed streets, sidewalks, and public places. The Committee dissolved the Tree Board; the Code Enforcement Officer will now take over those duties. There will be three more ordinance review meetings.   
Old Business
Request from Pleasant Township: Pleasant Township is requesting that since the road north of Casey’s is annexed into the City limits, that the City take over road maintenance. Council agreed to hire the Township at $75.00/hr. to take care of snow removal. Tom McKee has also agreed to assist and speed limit signs will be posted soon.

Authorizing Resolution and Bond Engagement Letter for City Drinking Water SRF Loan: Lambert moved to authorize hiring Meierhenry Sargent LLP as the bond attorney. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Doeden made the motion to adopt Resolution 2012-08, seconded by Kaltenbach. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
