April 1, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 1, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 18, 2013 motion carried. 
Public Hearing

Bridges at Beresford off-sale liquor license: Finance Officer Moller stated that there was no opposition for the license. Erickson made the motion to approve the Off-Sale liquor license for the Bridges at Beresford located at 601 S. 7th St. for April 13, 2013. Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors
Beresford Baseball Association – update on agri-lime: Zeimetz located the original construction information on the baseball fields and found that during construction only about half of the agri-lime needed was put on the fields. Doeden stressed the importance of adding agri-lime as soon as possible to correct the water issue. Council discussed the current condition of the baseball fields and different options to correct the water drainage problem. To prevent interference with practice and games, Parks Superintendent Kelly Knutson would prefer not to do anything until the summer/fall. Doeden made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve a contingency fund transfer for $30,000.00 to the Park budget. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Knutson will be meeting with Duininck Bros. to create a plan on fixing the drainage problem.  
Dept. Head Reports:

Kelly Knutson – Seasonal and summer help for Parks, Pool and Bridges Golf Course: Golf/Park/Pool Superintendent Knutson presented a handout to the Council with a list of prospective 2013 seasonal employees and their wage. Doeden moved to hire the prospective employees as listed. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Knutson would like a few more weeks before appointing a pool manager.

Declare 75 KVA pad transformer surplus for salvage: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist recently replaced a leaking transformer at the Grace V Nelson ball fields. He would like to declare the leaking transformer surplus for salvage. Erickson made the motion to declare the 75 KVA pad transformer surplus for salvage of $300.00. Doeden seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Water Treatment Plant: Zeimetz and Nordquist spoke on the current condition of the water treatment plant and steps needed to shut down the water treatment plant. Lewis & Clark Rural Water System has a backup plan in place to supply Beresford with water if something were to happen. Erickson made the motion to direct City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz to coordinate the Department Heads to completely shut down the water treatment plant and remove all chemicals. Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
