The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday April 2, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Kaltenbach, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made a motion to revoke the amendment to the amended March 5, 2012 minutes to note that he had voted nay on the compensation for the Code Enforcement Position, seconded by Lambert. Dahlin made the motion to approve the original minutes from the meeting held on March 5, 2012, seconded by Erickson, motion carried. Public Forum and Visitors

Beresford HRC – Geoff Fillingsness: Mr. Fillingsness gave the Council an update for the Beresford HRC. The twin homes located on West Maple Street are currently under construction, and are all leased. The three 4-plex apartment homes located on North 8th Street and West North Maple St. have been sold.  The Commissions future goals are to build and sell starter homes for under $100,000.00. Council thanked Fillingsness for the update.

Kelly Knutson – Seasonal and summer help for parks, pool and Bridges Golf Course: Golf/Park/Pool Superintendent Knutson presented a handout to the Council with a list of prospective 2012 seasonal employees and their wage. Knutson discussed the new swimming pool ADA awareness with the Council. The pool is now required to have 2 separate access points for the handicapped. They discussed different options and asked Knutson to research more and report back at the April 16, 2012 Council Meeting. 
Jerry Zeimetz – City Administrator Report: Zeimetz updated the Council on a few items:
· The Beresford Community Foundation received a $1,250.00 grant to help pay expenses to update the current Beresford website. Pat Anderson has agreed to help with updating the existing website and train City staff.
· The water meters are officially on the State Water Plan. This makes it possible to apply for funding when the time comes.
· BEDCO has changed the prices on the Bridges lots and is now offering incentives to go with the sale of a lot. Currently one of the lots is sale pending and two others have individuals looking at it strongly. All the Realtors in Beresford have this information. There are approximately 16 lots still for sale. 
New Business

Lewis and Clark Regional Water System request: Lewis & Clark Operating Manager, Jim Auen sent a memo asking the City to take water out of the system for free in May in order to commission the Lewis & Clark water pipeline. Council discussed and decided to ask Mr. Auen to attend the April 16, 2012 Council Meeting to answer any questions the Council or public may have.  
P/T hires for Bridges Golf Course/Event Center: Erickson spoke for Clubhouse/Event Center Manager Mike Conklin, regarding hiring part-time employees. Kaltenbach made the motion to hire Peter Klein and Adriann Johnson part-time at $7.25/hr. Lambert seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information items

City Wide Cleanup: A City wide cleanup was discussed and Council agreed that a cleanup would be a good idea. City crews will start picking up items on Monday April 23rd and 24th. Once City crews have picked up an area they will not be returning a second time. All items must be placed curbside by 8:00am on Monday morning.  
SD DENR meeting regarding funding for water and sewer main replacement: Zeimetz stated that the City had applied for 2 loans to repair water and sewer pipes. The City received a water 30 year Drinking AWater State Revolving Fund loan for $916,000.00 at 3% interest with 50% principal forgiveness amounting to $458,020.00 and a sewer 30 year Clean Water State Revolving Fund loan for $789,790.00 at 3.25% interest. SECOG will be writing a resolution to be presented at the April 16th, 2012 Council Meeting. No action taken. 
Community Education Softball Tourney – malt beverage request: Attorney Frieberg stated that the Beresford Community Education is interested in hosting a co-ed softball tournament at the Grace V Nelson ball-field the weekend of Wheel’s ‘N Squeals. The ordinance currently states no alcoholic beverages in the City Parks. Council discussed and asked Frieberg to bring a revised ordinance to the April 16, 2012 Council Meeting. 
Bond Post Closing written procedures: Moller made the Council aware that the Post-Issuance Tax Compliance Procedure for Tax-Exempt Bonds is on file at City Hall. The auditor’s will also be notified of the implemented procedures.
Teresa Kaltenbach: Kaltenbach informed the Council of the recent C.O.Y.F. (Community Outreach for Youth and Family) events.
· They will be hosting a community blood drive to benefit Alex Horstman, who is in need of a kidney transplant. The blood drive will be Saturday April 14, 2012 from 10am-2pm at the High School. 
· C.O.Y.F. will be painting a Beresford residents house in June, Mayor and Council were asked to volunteer their time again this year.
