The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 7, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the March 17, 2014 meeting were approved on a motion by Lambert, seconded by Doeden, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors:
Union County Commissioner Milt Ustad – E-911 Services: Union County Commissioner Milt Ustad gave an update on the opt-out vote passed 4-0 by the County Commissioners. Ustad explained the E-911 budget and feels that an opt-out will create stability for the dispatch center. He noted that meetings will be held to explain the opt-out vote to the public. Mayor & Council thanked Milt Ustad for the update.   
Dept. Head Reports:
Parks and Golf Course – Kelly Knutson: Golf/Park/Pool Superintendent Kelly Knutson gave an update on what will be happening in the City Parks, ball fields and golf course this spring and summer. Knutson presented a handout to the Council with a list of prospective 2014 seasonal employees and their wage. He stressed the need for additional pool staff. Knutson also informed the Council on the “Great Life” program that The Bridges at Beresford Golf Course is participating in. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to hire the 2014 prospective employees as listed and any additional new lifeguards to start at $7.25/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Old Business

Bridges Phase II Housing Development – BEDCO representatives Phil Peterson and Woody Houser reiterated their request to fund Bridges Phase II Housing Development. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to use the rent from the farm land to pay-off the BEDCO BANCORP debt starting in 2015. Council members Schott, Dahlin, Erickson, Williams and Lambert voted aye, Doeden no, motion carried. Williams made a motion, seconded by Schott to loan BEDCO $665,000 at 1% interest to fund the Bridges Phase II Housing Development. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Going forward Lambert requested a quarterly report from BEDCO. Mayor and Council thanked Peterson and Houser.   
Water request from South Lincoln Rural Water (SLRW): Councilman Tom Erickson stated that at this time there is nothing more to discuss with SLRW.

Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy for City Employees: Council received a copy of the CDL and new employee drug testing policy and procedure. Council was asked to review and will discuss at the next Council meeting. 
Longevity Pay for City Employees: Kathy Moller stated that she has been in contact with other Cities regarding longevity pay and found a number of them have policies similar to ours. She found they were paying employees the same way we were. Moller has calculated a number of different options, but would like to continue working on it. 
Police Officer Wages: Zeimetz presented a handout showing the Police Officers, number of hours worked, and salary. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve the 43 regular hours and 2 hours scheduled over-time per week with a 4.5% wage increase in addition to the 2.5% cost of living increase received on January 1, 2014. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Dahlin seconded the motion, all present Council Members vote aye, motion carried.

Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Agreement between SD DOT and City of Beresford for the Sign and Delineation project: Zeimetz reviewed a proposal between the City and SD DOT for the 2016 new sign and delineation project. The State will pay for the replacement cost and the City will be in charge of maintaining them. Doeden authorized Mayor Fedderson to sign the agreement between SD DOT and the City for the sign and delineation project. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
P/t hire at Liquor Store: Doeden made the motion, seconded by Erickson to hire Dayton Saugstad part time at the Liquor Store for $7.25/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
