Beresford City Council

April 16, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday April 16, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 2, 2012 seconded by Schott, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors

Jim Auen – Lewis and Clark Regional Water System: Mr. Auen gave an update on the Lewis & Clark Regional Water distribution timeline. If everything goes as planned, Beresford will be receiving water mid-May. Mr. Auen also explained the type of chlorine that will be used and the reason for the change. Council thanked Mr. Auen for his time.    
Dept. Head Reports
Kathy Moller – Finance Officer: Moller updated the Council on a few items:

· The annual report was given to the Council and reviewed.
· The auditors are scheduled to start April 30, 2012.
· Moller has been reviewing several accounts payable, general ledger, bank reconciliation, payroll, fixed assets and utility billing software demos for City Hall. She would like to meet with the Finance Committee to discuss.  
· Moller encouraged Council to read the article in the Municipal League Magazine in regards to helping the new Council grow. 
Jay Nordquist – Electric Supt.: Nordquist updated the Council on a few items:
· The double wall fuel tank is in. Nordquist asked the Council what they would like to do with the old ones. Erickson made the motion to declare the old fuel tanks surplus and advertise for sale. Dahlin seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

· Greg Guggenmos will be at the Electric Dept. 9 a.m.  Wednesday April 18, 2012 to go over the water meter estimate. 
· The baler at the recycling plant broke down and will cost $1,350.00 to repair. 

· The Electric and Street Dept. are interested in a Bobcat 2570 hydra hammer that will be on an auction. Erickson authorized Nordquist to bid on the Bobcat 2570 jackhammer up to $3,500 or less, and authorized Moller to write a check for the purchase. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Kelly Knutson – Parks Supt. Knutson updated the Council on a few items:

· Knutson requested to hire an additional part-time life guard for the swimming pool. Lambert authorized Knutson to hire Jenna Van Buskirk at $7.50/hr. Doeden seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

· The Parks Department has an extra fuel tank. Council decided it was worth more to hang onto it than to try selling.

· Mayor Fedderson, Erickson, Zeimetz, Frieberg, Knutson and a rep from MCR Pools met at the swimming pool to discuss making the pool ADA compliant.  The MCR rep also gave his opinion on the current condition of the pool along with a suggestion on how to improve it. Zeimetz stated the grant for a new bath house is at the Federal level now and will hopefully hear the results by late summer.   

Committee/Mayor Reports:
Public Safety – update from E911 meeting: Police Chief Christensen and Tom Erickson attended a meeting on April 12, 2012 regarding the Senate Bill 174 and learned how it will affect the City. Erickson updated the Council on the development of the new 9-1-1 system and how it will work. The system could be in place as early as 18 months up to 5 years. 
Old Business

Consider Ordinance that would allow malt beverages to be sold and/or consumed in City parks for special events with City Council approval: Attorney Frieberg reviewed the current ordinance on malt beverages consumed in the City Parks. He advised not changing the existing ordinance but rather require a one-day malt beverage license be acquired for consumption in the City Parks. No action taken.  
Faith In Action – Draw Down Request: Faith In Action, Board of Directors Jay Mitchell and David Stimes submitted a letter and financial report, requesting a drawdown of $5,600.00, the full amount of the 2012 subsidy. Lambert moved to approve $5,600.00, seconded by Scott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Canvas Results of 2012 Election: Moller distributed the poll book from Ward I & II for the Council to review. Resolution 2012-09: Official Election Results of 2012 Election was adopted on a motion by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
