Beresford City Council

April 21, 2014
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 21, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, seconded by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the April 7, 2014 meeting were approved on a motion by Erickson, seconded by Dahlin, motion carried. 
Committee/Mayor Reports:

Mayor Fedderson read a thank-you for the Arlene Jensen memorial flowers.
Old Business

Bridges Phase II Housing Development Funding: Moller attended a BEDCO/HRC meeting to discuss how the funds will be dispersed. Moller advised BEDCO to open a checking account, and that the City would make one or two payments instead of monthly payments. Moller also recommended using SD FIT funds. Council discussed the City account’s balances and interest rates. Doeden suggested paying off BANCORP’s Phase I debt right away instead of carrying the balance over to Phase II. Lambert requested a quarterly balance sheet from Moller showing balances and debts. Doeden made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to use reserve funds to pay off BEDCO’s housing loan with BANCORP. Lambert stated that the Council needs to quit raiding the SD FIT account and a repayment provision needs to be set in place to put the money back into SD FIT. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott to amend Doeden’s motion to add that the farm rent be used to pay back the BANCORP loan commencing January 1, 2015. All present Council Members voted aye on Lambert’s motion to amend, motion carried. All present Council Members voted aye on the Doeden motion as amended, motion carried.
Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy for City Employees: Zeimetz discussed the alcohol policy with Deb Olson from the State of SD. Ms. Olson advised that the state pool is for state employees only and that the City would need to create their own pool or join another City pool. Zeimetz will contact the Local #426 Union steward and will report back at the next Council meeting. 
Longevity Pay for City Employees: Doeden moved to increase full time employee’s hourly rate $0.06/hr. for those who get $120.00 a year and $0.12/hr. for those who get $240.00 a year effective January 1, 2015. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Financial, Maintenance and Encroachment Agreement with SD DOT on SD Hwy 46 from SW 13th St. to NE 13th St.: Zeimetz reviewed a handout in the Council packet on the states responsibility for the Highway 46 project. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the Financial, Maintenance, and Encroachment Agreement between the Department of Transportation and City of Beresford. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Agreement with SECOG for DWSRF Principal Forgiveness Administration on SD Hwy 46 project: Doeden made the motion to approve the agreement between SECOG and the City of Beresford to provide administrative assistance for the Hwy 46 Water and Sanitary Sewer Replacement project. Seconded by Erickson, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Temporary and permanent easements needed by SD DOT on SD Hwy 46 project: Erickson made the motion to authorize City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz to sign off on any temporary and/or permanent easements needed by the SD DOT for the Hwy 46 project. Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Seasonal hires for swimming pool: Lambert made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve hiring Taryn Twite at $8.25/hr., Jennifer Swanstrom $7.75/hr., and Hunter Cotton $7.25/hr. part time at the swimming pool. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
