Beresford City Council

May 6, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on May 6, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden (arrived at 8:41 p.m.), Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Art Schott.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Dan Williams.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 15, 2013 motion carried. 
At 7:30pm Council recessed for the BEDCO Board meeting. At 7:33pm Council reconvened in regular session.

Public Forum and Visitors:

BEDCO Members to appoint new director to the BEDCO Board: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Lambert to appoint Gary Schaap as a director of the BEDCO Board. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Dept. Head Reports:

Kelly Knutson – Pool Manager, head lifeguard and additional lifeguard hires: Zeimetz spoke on Knutson’s behalf regarding a request to hire a Pool Manager, Head Lifeguards and additional Lifeguards. Lambert made the motion to hire Kirsten Ustad as the Pool Manager at $10.25/hr., Emily Palmer as Lead Guard 1 at $8.75/hr., Jenna Frink as Lead Guard 2 at $8.25/hr. and Lifeguard’s Devin Erlandson at $7.50/hr., Trent Lyle at $7.25/hr. and Hannah Carnes at $7.25/hr. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Kathy Moller – Finance Officer: Moller had a few items to discuss with the Council.

· She explained a payroll question regarding salaried employee Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist and his mutual aide assistance with the City of Sioux Falls. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the 45.25 over-time hours for Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist. The City of Beresford will be reimbursed by the City of Sioux Falls.
· Data Technologies, Inc. has installed the utility billing software. The General Ledger and Fund Accounting programs will be added June 4-6, 2013 and the Fixed Assets program will be added later.  
· Moller asked for clarification on minimum billing water meters that are shut off and the water and sewer surcharges. 
· The Auditor’s will be at City Hall May 14-16, 2013. 
Bill Sebern – Street/Water/Sewer Supt.: Superintendent Sebern is willing to sell his “Pup” trailer to the City to pull behind the dump truck. This trailer would be able to haul an additional 13 ton. Sebern would like $6,000 - $7,000 for the trailer. Prior to using the trailer it would need sand blasting, painting and a new tongue installed. The Street Department employees would be able to make the repairs throughout the summer. Sebern realized that this is not in his budget, but is willing to wait until January 2014 for payment. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve purchasing the Pup trailer from Bill Sebern but not to exceed $7,000 and to be paid out of the 2014 budget. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Jay Nordquist – Electric Supt., update on Bridges Generator: Nordquist had a few items to discuss with the Council.

· Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve charging Sioux Falls Light & Power for equipment rental and labor during the mutual aide assistance.
· The Electric Dept. will bore a line from the Golf Course pond to the Baseball Field at a cost of approximately $300.00 for the pipe to irrigate the ball-field with pond water.

· Todd’s Electric is able to install the transfer switch on the Golf Course generator at a cost of $500. He will be able to reuse the existing copper wire. A concrete pad and fence will still need to be installed.  
Committee/Mayor Reports:

Mayor Fedderson read two Thank-you letters from the Steckelberg and Christensen families. 

Old Business

Update on Water/Sewer and Street Improvements project – Pat Carey, Banner Associates: Banner Associates, Pat Carey updated the Council on the water/sewer street improvement project. The bids are due no later than 2:00 p.m. on May 30, 2013 and will be opened at 2:10 p.m. The bids will be presented to the Council at their regular meeting on June 3, 2013. Pat Carey will then compile all bid information and present his findings to the Council during the June 17, 2013 meeting. The completion goal is July 25, 2014 with a final completion date of August 15, 2014. The water main loop in the Phase II Bridges Second Addition will be completed first. He explained the current budget of the plan. Carey suggested that the City apply for additional funding through the State Water Plan. He also noted that if the streets stay gravel over the winter, they would naturally pack themselves and turn out better with a long term advantage. Council thanked Pat Carey for the update.   
Annual Compilation Report Acceptance: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller asked Council if they had any questions regarding the annual compilation report. They were encouraged to contact her if they did. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to accept the Annual Compilation Report. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

New Business
Joint Meeting with Beresford Cablevision, Inc. was called to order by Cablevision President Gary Lambert: Municipal Telephone General Manager, Todd Hansen explained a handout regarding residential bundle rates. Hansen explained the reason for the rate increase and noted the last time the cable television rates were raised was in 2009. The local programming fees have increased by 300%.  
Resolution 2013-1: Cable TV Service Rates: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Erickson to adopt Resolution 2013-1. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Motion to adjourn and reconvene in regular session was made by Dahlin, second by Schott, motion carried.

Resolution 2013-7: Telephone and Internet Service Rates:  Erickson motioned to adopt Resolution 2013-7 setting Telephone and Internet service rates, second by Lambert, all voted in favor or the motion.

Step Pay Increase – Andrew Eidem: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist stated that Electric Lineman Andrew Eidem is doing an excellent job and is up to receive his step pay increase, per the Union Agreement. Lambert made the motion to approve the step pay increase for Andrew Eidem from $22.88/hr. to $23.51/hr. (92.5% of the Union Scale) Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.    

Delegate and alternate for Lewis and Clark Annual Membership meeting: Lambert made the motion to nominate Gerald Dahlin as the alternate for the 2013 Annual Membership meeting of the Lewis & Clark Regional Water System. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Draw down request from Beresford Community Bus Service: The Beresford Community Bus Service submitted a letter, financial report, and request for drawdown of the 2013 subsidy for $7,500.00. Erickson made the motion to approve the 2013 budgeted amount of $7,500.00, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. There will be an Open House on Saturday June 1, 2013 from 9am – Noon for the public to view the new bus. 
Appointment to Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority: Lambert made the motion to appoint Brad McCoy as the City’s representative to the Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
During the May 20, 2013 Council Meeting this appointment was amended as follows:  

The Mayor asked the Council to appoint Brad McCoy to the Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority. Lambert made the motion to appoint Brad McCoy as the City’s representative to the Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Employment agreement with Banner Engineering for SD Hwy 46 Project: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to the employment agreement with Banner Engineering for the SD Highway 46 project. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information items 
Electronics Cleanup: Zeimetz commented on the requests for electronic recycling. Nordquist explained the process on how the program works with Environment Services of Iowa. This service will be year round at the Recycling Center. Council all agreed to start recycling electronics. Dahlin will look into recycling small batteries and report back. 

The City wide clean up went well. It took approximately 1 ½ days to complete and it was mainly trees.  
Lewis and Clark Regional Water System: Erickson encouraged the Mayor and Council to attend the Lewis & Clark RWS annual meeting on May 23, 2013 in Tea at 5:45pm. They will be discussing funding issues. 
At 8:41 pm Council Member Doeden arrived. 
AED for Pool and City Hall: Zeimetz commented on an email he received from Mothers of Preschoolers (MOPS) representative Candice Zweifel regarding the request to add an AED machine at the City Pool. It was also mentioned to add one at City Hall to be available in the downtown area. Approximately 75% of the City employees were recently trained on this machine. It costs $1200.00 each to purchase. Zeimetz will look at a possible funding grant and report back. 
Transportation Alternatives Program – Letter of intent to apply: The City will submit a letter of intent to add to the current bike trail. They will be meeting on Tuesday May 7, 2013 to review the plans. If the state approves the plan a complete application will be due by June 15, 2013. The grant would pay 81.95% of the project, local match 18%.
Protective Net Along driving range bike path: Zeimetz informed the Council of the protective net that will be installed along a portion of the driving range bike path. It will be up during the season only. Once the trees in this area mature, it will eliminate this problem. Kelly Knutson will be researching where to purchase a net and cost.
FEMA Saferoom/Bathhouse project: Zeimetz explained the Saferoom/Bathhouse diagram. The plans are moving very slowly. It took the government over one year to review the plans. Burbach Aquatics hopes to have final plans available to the City to review in August and then FEMA will review and give the final okay. If things go well we anticipate going to bids in February of 2014 and start construction in July 2014 with a final completion date of May, 2015. The Street Department would construct the new parking lot. 
Thank you letter – City of Sioux Falls: The City of Sioux Falls sent a thank-you letter to Jay Nordquist, Justin Gravely, Joe Knutson and Andrew Eidem for assisting Sioux Falls Municipal Light & Power during the ice storm that hit April 9, 2013.
DENR Recognizes City of Beresford for Drinking Water Compliance: Zeimetz noted that the SD Dept. of Environment and Natural Resources sent a letter recognizing the City for eleven consecutive years of meeting the requirements for the Safe Drinking Water Act and the state of South Dakota’s regulations. Council thanked the Street/Water/Sewer Department Employees’ Bill Sebern, Keith Kropuenske, Cameron Voegeli, and Jeff Heidebrecht for doing a great job.
