The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday May 7, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 16, 2012 seconded by Schott, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors

Pat Carey – Banner Associates – Engineer Services Agreement: Representing Banner Associates, Pat Carey gave a recap of the water and sewer projects. He dispersed a project priority map to the Council showing the water distribution and wastewater collection systems. Mr. Carey explained different construction options for the City. Erickson moved to accept the Engineer’s service agreement, Schott seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Mayor and Council thanked Carey for his time and hard work on this project. 
Dept. Head Reports
Jay Nordquist – Electric Supt.: Nordquist updated the Council on a few items:
· The Electric Dept. has old street light poles that will need to be declared surplus.

· The Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. received an emergency 50KW generator. In order to use this generator, a business will need to be wired. The consensus of the Council was to budget wiring the North School Campus in 2013 for this generator.
· Nordquist recently met with Greg Guggenmos regarding a new water metering system. Nordquist explained that this program would piggy back the existing electric reading program. The consensus of the Council was to wait for the Lewis & Clark water to be in effect, before making a decision. 
Bill Sebern – Street/Water/Sewer: Sebern advised that the City of Brookings is advertising for sealed bids on a 1994 BoMag Steel Face Roller.  The city currently rents one as needed, however the price went up considerably.  Lambert authorized Street Water Sewer Superintendent Sebern to place a bid for a certain amount. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Thank-you’s: Mayor Fedderson read Thank-you’s to the Council from the family of Janet Green, Community Out Reach for Youth & Family (COYF) and Faith in Action.

At 8:19 p.m. a motion was made by Kaltenbach, seconded by Erickson, the past Council adjourned, motion carried. A short break was taken.

Mayor Fedderson called the meeting to order with the new Council at 8:22 p.m.  Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson, presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.

Council convenes for reorganization
Present Certificates of Election and Administer Oaths of office for Mayor Jim Fedderson, Councilman Dan Williams, Ward 1, Councilman Gary Lambert, Ward 2 and Councilman Troy Doeden, Ward 3: City Attorney, Tom Frieberg, administered the Oaths of Office for the above named Mayor and Council Members. Finance Officer Kathy Moller presented each person with their Certificate of Election.

Nominations for President of the City Council: A motion to nominate Lambert as Council President was made by Dahlin, second by Williams. All present Council Members voted aye to appoint Lambert as Council President, motion carried. 
Nominations for Vice-President of the City Council: A motion to nominate Doeden as Council Vice President was made by Dahlin, second by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye to appoint Doeden as Council Vice President, motion carried.

New Business

Declare several items surplus property: Erickson made the motion to declare the following items surplus: 14 steel poles from the Electric Department and 2 non-working cash registers, Samsung 6540 and Samsung ER-4715 from the Liquor Store. Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
P/T student help for Library: Lambert made the motion to hire Jessica Akland and Emily Lawrenson part time at the library for up to 15 hrs. a week each at $7.35/hr., Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Step pay increases for F/T employee: Zeimetz stated that Chief of Police, Larry Christensen submitted a request for Police Dept. Dispatcher Ruth Kennedy to receive her 6 month step pay increase, per the Union Agreement. Lambert made the motion to approve the step pay increase for Ruth Kennedy from $13.97/hr. to $14.35/hr. Dahlin seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.    

Consider start time of City Council Meetings: Council was asked their thoughts on changing the start time of the Council Meetings. The consensus of the Council was to change it to 7 p.m. The current ordinance will need to be amended prior to changing the meeting start time.
Stop sign request at corner of West Spruce and N. 7th St.: The homeowners in the neighborhood of West Spruce Street and North 7th Street are requesting a stop sign due to the number of young kids and the amount of traffic. Council discussed and asked homeowners to write down license plate numbers and call them into the Police Department. A decision was tabled to the May 21, 2012 Council Meeting, so that Chief Christensen could offer his input regarding placement of a new stop sign or a yield sign. 
Administrative services agreement with SECOG: Council discussed the expense of hiring SECOG to help administrate the loan forgiveness portion of the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund. Lambert moved to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the Administrative service agreement with SECOG, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Impound fee for vehicles stored at North City yard: Code Enforcement Officer Fillingsness suggested a new vehicle impound process for abandoned or non-licensed vehicles. Dahlin advised keeping the impound vehicles with private businesses in town. Council discussed that once a car is ticketed and towed, in order for the vehicle to be released from impound, they would need to show proof that the ticket from the City was paid. Council also discussed increasing ticket fees. Mayor Fedderson asked Fillingsness to work with Carlson’s Body Shop and Jet Service and come back to the Council with a proposal. 
Community Bus subsidy draw down request: The Community Bus submitted their financial report along with their 2012 subsidy request. Erickson made the motion to approve the subsidy request from the Community Bus in the amount of $7,500.00, seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Nominations for a director for a 3-year term to the Lewis and Clark Regional Water System Board: Lambert made the motion to nominate Tom Erickson to the 3-year term for the Lewis & Clark Regional Water System board, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Appoint delegate and alternate to the 2012 Annual Membership meeting of the Lewis and Clark Regional Water System: Dahlin made the motion to nominate Tom Erickson as the delegate for the 2012 Annual Membership meeting of the Lewis & Clark Regional Water System. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Erickson made the motion to nominate Troy Doeden as the alternate for the 2012 Annual Membership meeting of the Lewis & Clark Regional Water System. Dahlin seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Rural Water Customers East of Town: Five rural water customers were recently asked to connect to Clay Rural Water System, since it is not feasible for the City to provide Lewis & Clark water to them. Lambert moved to approve a rebate to the five rural customers the Lewis & Clark water fee they have contributed, Schott seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Set Date for Special Meeting: Council set Monday May 14th at 7:30 p.m. as a Special Council Meeting to discuss the Lewis & Clark water hook-up. 
Discussion & Information Items:
Date set for Paint-a-thon – June 9: Gale Schroeder from COYF will be heading up this year’s Paint-a-thon. Council was encouraged to help participate on Saturday June 9, 2012. 
Nuisance property letters: Code Enforcement Officer, Fillingsness stated that numerous nuisance property letters have been sent out. There are a few that are ignoring their letters. Council discussed the next step in the process. It was suggested to hire a private company to do the clean-up. Fillingsness added that legally the items do not need to be stored. Council encouraged Fillingsness to continue with the process. The City also received letters from neighbors regarding the Windmill Campground; Fillingsness has submitted the proper paperwork regarding the campground.  Fillingsness has also been in contact with the homeowner of 701 N 3rd St. they have agreed to deed the property over to the Beresford Housing and Redevelopment Corporation.    
Letter from DENR – Beresford Water System decade of drinking water excellence award: Council was notified by the Department of Environment and Natural Resources that the City has received the Decade of Drinking Water Excellence Award. Mayor and Council thanked the Water Department for their hard work. 
(At the May 21, 2012 Council Meeting, Dahlin amended the May 7, 2012 Council Minutes to read that he was against accepting the DENR Decade of Drinking Water Excellence Award due to the number of complaints he’s received from the public along with the deterioration of equipment at the Water Treatment Plant. Dahlin also stated that the City’s employees have done a great job with what they have had to work with.)
